RESOLUTION 2014-293-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING AL DENSON ON HIS OUTSTANDING COLLEGE AND NFL FOOTBALL CAREERS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Alfred Freddie Denson was born in Jacksonville and graduated from New Stanton High School before attending Florida A&M University in Tallahassee; and


WHEREAS, at Florida A&M, Mr. Denson played as a wide receiver/ flanker on the same Rattler team with, and was the roommate of,  “Bullet” Bob Hayes (also of Jacksonville) during the era when FAMU compiled a record of 27-3 in his three seasons and won the black college national title in 1961; and


WHEREAS, upon graduation in 1964 Al Denson was drafted by both the Philadelphia Eagles of the National Football League and the Denver Broncos of the American Football League prior to the merger of the two leagues; he signed with the Broncos and played in Denver for 7 seasons, twice earning AFL All Star honors, before ending his career as a Minnesota Viking in 1971 with over 4,000 receiving yards and 32 touchdowns; and 


WHEREAS, after retirement Mr. Denson returned to Jacksonville and became a businessman and a highly respected member of the community; and


WHEREAS, Al Denson has been named one of the Florida Times-Union’s Top 100 Athletes of the 20th Century and has been inducted into the Florida A&M and Jacksonville Sports Halls of Fame; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and congratulates Al Denson on his outstanding football career and honors, and commends him for his reputation and respect as a valued member of the Jacksonville community. 

Section 2.
