A RESOLUTION HONORING AND CONGRATULATING SUSIE MOBLEY ON THE OCCASION OF HER 80TH BIRTHDAY; DECLARING APRIL 27, 2014 SUSIE MOBLEY DAY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Susie Mobley, a single parent, moved to Northwest Jacksonville in 1965 and relied on community support from  her  neighbors that became disciplinarians  and  mentors  to her five children proving it takes a village to raise a child, which fostered her passion and involvement in her community; and


WHEREAS, she felt compelled to give back, Ms. Mobley’s greatest form of generosity came from her willingness to embrace her family and those in the community to improve the character of the village, and in fact, many people within the community began to refer to her as "Mom" or "Grandmarnma"; and

WHEREAS, Ms. Mobley is often found in the community bestowing wisdom to everyone she comes into contact with, by sharing that it is never too late to take control of their lives, it doesn’t stop there, she maintains countless relationships with recovering addicts and provides support and encouragement to each of them to learn new habits, control triggers and avoid situations in order to stay the course and live a better life, making better choices; and


WHEREAS, for the past 35 years, Susie Mobley has voluntarily provided sodas weekly to the sanitation engineers that service her neighborhood because she strongly feels they help maintain a level of cleanliness to the area, therefore, she must do her part to ensure they stay hydrated. Additionally, she gives drinks to other city employees working in the community to show her gratitude for the benefit of their service regardless of the weather to our City; and 

Whereas, Susie Mobley gives effortlessly from her heart and on various occasions, she has shared her limited income to help provide financial assistance to families that were employed but struggling to maintain their homes. Her selfless acts include opening her home to a family to maintain their personal hygiene needs due to their lights being disconnected, and sharing her resources to ensure a neighbor had heat during a freezing winter; and  

WHEREAS, Susie Mobley believes that the community’s culture does not define the people, but the people define the community’s culture by sticking together to will make a positive change; now therefore,
