AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATE SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AN AGREEMENT BETWEEN the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND DAMIaN COOK FOR SERVICES RENDERED ON BEHALF OF THE TASK FORCE ON consOLIDATED GOVERNMENT; APPROPRIATING $16,450.00 FOR SAID SERVICES AND PROVIDING FOR A MAXIMUM INDEBTEDNESS OF $16,450.00; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Council President established the Task Force on Consolidated Government in fall 2013; and


WHEREAS, the Task Force on Consolidated Government needed administrative support in connection with its purpose to assist with the requirements of the Task Force and its deliberations; and

WHEREAS, pledged funding support has been received, via donations totaling $16,450.00 from Jesse Ball DuPont Foundation ($10,000.00), Community Foundation of Northeast Florida ($3,200.00) and Jacksonville Jaguar Foundation ($3,250.00), for the position of Executive Administrator to the Task Force on Consolidated Government; and 

WHEREAS, Damian Cook was engaged to assist in the position of Executive Administrator to the Task force on Consolidated Government to provide administrative support to the Task Force; now, therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Authorizing and Approving the Agreement for Services Rendered on Behalf of the Task Force on Consolidated Agreement.  The Mayor and the Corporate Secretary are hereby authorized to execute an agreement with Damian Cook to compensate him for administrative services rendered to the Task Force on Consolidated Government. A copy of the agreement with scope of services is attached hereto as Exhibit 1.

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into this day of :

2014 (hereinafter referred to as the “Effective Date”), by and between the CITY OF
JACKSONVILLE (hereinafter_ referred to as the “CITY”), a municipal corporation existing
under the Constitution and the laws of the State of Florida, and DAMIAN COOK (hereinafter
referred to as the “CONTRACTOR?”), for services rendered on behalf of the Task Force on
Consolidated Government fof the City of Jacksonville (hereinafter the “Services™) prior to
execution of the Agreement .

IN CONSiDERATION of the premises and of the mutual covenants and agreements
hereinafter contained, the CITY hereby engages the CONTRACTOR in accordance with the
following:

- ARTICLE 1: Engagement of CONTRACTOR:

CITY hereby engages CONTRACTOR and CONTRACTOR hereby accepts saidv
engagement for the purpose of providing services as an Executive Administrator for the Task
Force on Consolidated Government of the City of Jacksonville during the period of August 1,
2013 through July 31, 2014,

ARTICLE 2: Term of Agreement:

The services were rendered by CONTRACTOR from August 1, 2013 through July 31,

2014. The CONTRACTOR shall be paid for services rendered upon appropriation of the

funding by the City Council.
ARTICLE 3: Payments for Services of CONTRACTOR:

l The CITY will compensate the CONTRACTOR for the Services rendered hereunder. in
accordance with the following terms:

3.1 The maximum indebtedness of the CITY for the Services provided, by
CONTRACTOR, for the period of August 1, 2013 through July 31, 2014, shall not exceed the
sum of SIXTEEN THOUSAND FOUR HUNDRED AND FIFTY AND | 00/100 USD
($16,450.00). .

3.2 Atthe end of fhe Task Force work, CONTRACTOR will submit a stetement/aceount
with a brief description of the Services CONTRACTOR performed each week and the amount of
hours he spent performing the Services. Council Member Boyer, as the Chair of the Task Force
on Consolidated Government, will approve or reject the individual time entries. Upon final
approval of the total number of work hours by Council Member Boyer, CONTRACTOR will
forward the statement/accounting to the Council Secretary, who will remit the statement/account
to the Cify’s Accounting Division for disbursement of payment to CONTRACTOR. Upon
completion of the work and approval of CONTRACTOR’s statement/account by Council
Member Boyer in ful, CONTRACTOR shall be compensated by flat fee in the amount of
SIXTEEN THOUSAND FOUR HUNDRED AND FIFTY AND 00/100 USD ($16,450.00).
ARTICLE 4: Scope of Services of CONTRACTOR

4.1 In the performance of CONTRACTOR’S work pursuant to this Agreement,
CONTRACTOR will be acting in the capacity of an independent contractor and not as an agent,

employee, partner, joint venture, or associate of CITY. The entire compensation for
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CONTRACTOR’S Services as Executive Administrater 1s as provided for herein.

4.2 Moreover, it is expressly ur;derstood- and agreed that nothing herein shall be
construed as creating an employment or agency relationship between the CITY, its officers,
agents, and/or employees, and CONTRACTOR.

4.3 CQNTRACTOR’S duties and obligations under this Agreement are provided for
in the Scope of Work Summary attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and incorporated by reference
herein.

ARTICLE 5: Indemnification

5.1 CITY makes no representation as to the taxability of the amounts paid to
CONTRACTOR. CONTRACTOR agrees to pay all federal or state taxes, if any, which are
required by law to be paid by CONTRACTOR with respect to the amounts paid to
‘ CONTRACTOR. By CONTRACTOR’s signature below, CONTRACTOR agrees to indemnify
CITY and hold it harmless from any interest, taxes or penalties assessed against CITY by any
governmental agency as a result of CITY’s non-payment of taxes on any amounts paid to
CONTRACTOR under the terms of this Agreement.

5.2 By CONTRACTOR”S signature below, CONTRACTOR also agrees to indemnify
and hold harmless the CITY from and against any and all claims for preperty damage or personal
injury or otherwise that méy result directly or indirectly from yorlr acts, omiSsions_, or negligence
in the carrying out CONTRACTOR’S Services to the CITY. |
ARTICLE 6: Entire Agreement/Amendments:

6.1 This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties hereto for the

Services performed and furnished by the CONTRACTOR hereunder. No statement,
