AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $100,000 FROM THE U. S. ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION AGENCY SO AS TO ENABLE THE ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY DIVISION (EQD) STAFF TO REPLACE AGING AMBIENT AIR MONITORING EQUIPMENT AND OBTAIN PARTS SHOULD REPAIRS BE REQUIRED FOR ANY EXISTING INSTRUMENTS AND ANALYZERS, THUS ENSURING EQD’S CONTINUING ABILITY TO COLLECT THE REQUIRED AIR SAMPLING DATA TO MEET THE NATIONAL AMBIENT AIR QUALITY STANDARDS AS WELL AS TO PROTECT THE HEALTH AND WELFARE OF THE CITIZENS OF DUVAL COUNTY, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 14-049; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding from the U. S. Environmental Protection Agency so as to enable the Environmental Quality Division (EQD) staff to replace aging ambient air monitoring equipment and obtain parts should repairs be required for any existing instruments and analyzers. This will ensure EQD’s continuing ability to collect the required air sampling data to meet the National Ambient Air Quality Standards as well as protect the health and welfare of the citizens of Duval County. A copy of the Air Pollution Control EPA 105 Grant White Paper is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 3.   Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

The Air Pollution Contro! EPA 105 Grant administered by the Environmental Quality Division (EQD) is a
multi-year, federally funded grant with a General Fund match. This match must be at least 40% of the
overall budget'and at least $1.00 more than was contributed the previous fiscal year.

At the conclusion of fiscal year 2013, EQD had an unobligated balance of Federal funds in the amount of
$149,737.67. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA)} staff recently confirmed that EQD could
appropriate all'or a portion of these unobligated funds into the fiscal year 2014 operating account.

In addition, EPA staff have recommended the replacement of various air monitoring analyzers and
equipment due to the age of the existing instrumentation. EPA staff also noted a deficiency in the
amount of spa:re parts on hand for repair of this equipment should the need arise.

For these reas{o;ns, EQD proposes to utilize $100,000 of the $149,737.67 noted above and is requesting
approval to appropriate $98,150.00 in Other Heavy Equipment (subobject 06402); and $1,850.00 in
Other Operati}jg Supplies (subobject 05216) to cover the costs associated with EPA’s recommendations.
