ORDINANCE 2014-382-E
An ordinance appropriating $60,000 ($30,000 IN ARTIFICIAL REEF GRANT FUNDS received from the florida FISH AND WILDLIFE CONSERVATION COMMISSION (FWC) and A $30,000 DONATION FROM THE COASTAL CONSERVATION ASSOCIATION fLORIDA FOR THE FWC REQUIRED GRANT MATCH) to provide funding FOR THE DEPLOYMENT OF CONCRETE MATERIALS FOR THE ST. JOHNS INSHORE REEFS CONSTRUCTION PROJECT, AS INITIATED BY REVISED b.T. 14-064; providIng a carryover of funds INTO FISCAL YEAR 2014-2015; APPROVING AND authorizing the mayor, or his designee, and corporation secretary to execute and deliver THE STATE OF FLORIDA, FLORIDA FISH AND WILDLIFE CONSERVATION COMMISSION AGREEMENT NO. 13241 BETWEEN FWC AND THE CITY; AMENDING THE 2013-2018 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2013-465-E TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “St. Johns Inshore Reefs”; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; providing an effective date.

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2013-2014 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Carryover.  The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2014-2015.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for the deployment of concrete materials for the 2014 St. Johns River Inshore Reefs Reef Construction Project.
Section 4.

Approval and authorization.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, the State of Florida, Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission Agreement No. 13241 between the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission (“FWC”) and the City, in substantially the same form placed Revised On File with the Legislative Services Division.
Section 5.

CIP Amendment.
Ordinance 2013-465-E, being the 2013-2018 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to provide funding for the project entitled “St. Johns Inshore Reefs”. The project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 2, Revised Proj Info Sheet, July 15, 2014 – Finance” and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community. This project has received full funding outside of the City’s budget, with $30,000 received through a grant from the FWC and $30,000 in required grant matching funds received as a donation from Coastal Conservation Association Florida. The City has contributed no funding for this project, there is no adverse financial impact to the City, and all funds are currently available; therefore, there is no reason for this project to be delayed until the next annual budget. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2013-465-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2013-465-E shall continue in full force and effect.

Section 6. 
Oversight Department.
The Planning and Development Department shall oversee the project described herein.
