TRANSPORTATION REVIEW OF GATE PARKWAY WEST MULTIFAMILY PUD

Gate Parkway, from Southside Boulevard to Town Center Parkway, is the directly accessed functionally classified roadway. Gate Parkway is a 4-lane divided class II collector in this vicinity and is currently operating at an acceptable LOS C.  Gate Parkway has a maximum daily service volume of 30,420 vpd and a 2013 daily traffic volume of 17,056 vpd.   This road segment currently has sufficient capacity to accommodate the traffic generated by this development.
The land use of Residential/Professional/Institutional (RPI) for this 16.34 acres of ITE Land Use Code 220, Apartments, with a site development potential of 30 dwelling units per acre and  is estimated to be able to accommodate up to 490 dwelling units.  The current proposal is for 330* dwelling units which would generate a total of 2,123 vpd and does not exceed the amount of allowable trip generation for this property.
