FEDERALLY-FUNDED SUBGRANT AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is entared into by the State of Florida, Division of Emergency Management,

with headquarters In Tallahasses, Fiorida (hereinafter referred to as the “Divislon”), and Jacksonville Fire
" Rescua, (heralnafter referred lo as the "Reciplent”). )
