Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approval and authorization to execute Memorandum of Agreement.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City of Jacksonville (“City”), a Memorandum of Agreement between the City and the United States Navy (“Navy”), in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, for use of the Cecil Field Gym by select Navy personnel working on the Naval Air Station Jacksonville runway construction project for the period from March 2015 to April 2016. The Navy will pay the City $6,000.00 for use of the Cecil Field Gym, which sum will be deposited into the Cecil Commerce Center Trust Fund in compliance with Section 111.625, Ordinance Code.

Oversight Department.
The Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services shall oversee the project described herein. 
Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

THIS MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT (“MOA”) is made and entered
into this day of , by and between the CITY OF

JACKSONVILLE, a municipal corporation in Duval County, Florida (the “City), and
UNITED STATES NAVY (the “Navy”) for use of the City’s Cecil Gym and Fitness

Center.
WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, City owns certain real property commonly known as the Cecil Gym
and Fitness Center (the ‘Gym”), located at 13531 Lake Newman Drive, Jacksonville,
Florida 32221; and

WHEREAS, Navy wishes certain of its personnel working on the Naval Air
Station Jacksonville runway construction project (the “Project”) to have access to the
Gym for recreational and health purposes; and

WHEREAS, City wishes to provide access to the Gym to Navy’s personnel; now
therefore

IN \CONSIDERATION of the foregoing and the mutual promises and covenants
herein, the; parties agree as follows:

1. j;; The above-stated recitals are true and correct and are incorporated herein
and made a part hereof by this reference.

2. Use of Gym. Navy’s personnel shall have use of the Gym during regular
operating hours. Such use will not be exclusive, and the Gym shall continue to be open to
the general public during that time. There shall be no limit on the number of
membersh:ips available to Navy’s personnel as the number of personnel working on the
Project w1|il|l vary over the 13 months during which this MOA is in place. Navy’s
personnel isihall submit such proof of assignment to the Project as the Parties shall agree

upon. '
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3. Term and Termination. The Term of this MOA shall be effective for the

period beginning March ___, 2015, and ending April ___, 2016.

4, Fee. Navy shall pay City a use fee in the amount of $6,000.00 for use of
the Gym by its personnel for the Term of the MOA. Such amount shall be deposited into
City’s Cecil Commerce Center Trust Fund RPCM1DACF 34740 Entrance Fees in
compliance with Section 111.625, Ordinance Code.

5. Cooperation and Coordination. The Parties shall cooperate in the

performance of this MOA. Any issues which may arise will be the Parties’ respective
MOA Coordinator. Navy’s MOA Coordinator shall be . City’s MOA
Coordinator shall be Tera Meeks, Division Chief, Natural and Marine Resources (Phone
904.255.7912; Fax 904.255.7944; Email TMeeks @coj.net).

6. Sovereign Immunity. Each Party shall be responsible for the acts of its

own agency and all officials, employees, agents, or representatives thereof. Nothing
herein is intended to waive or alter any Party’s sovereign immunity as provided by law.
