Section 2.

Reverter.  The Supervisor of Elections will pursue reimbursement from the State for the State elections following the elections. Reimbursement is considered by the Legislature in the 2015 State Legislative Session. All reimbursements and any other savings effected in the election process shall revert to the General Fund.”;
(2) Renumber remaining Sections accordingly; 

(3) Remove Exhibit 1;

(4) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
