Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Florida:

Section 1. Chapter 2014-70, Laws of Florida is amended
to read:
Section 3. Subsection (5) of section 327.37. Florida

Statutes, . is amended, and subsection (6) is added to that

section, jto read:

327.87 Water skis, ©parasails, amd—aquaplanes, kite

boardingJ kite surfing, and moored ballooning regulated.-

(3) A person may not operate any vessel towing a parasail or

engage i! parasailing or moored ballooning within 100 feet of

the marked channel of the Florida Intracoastal Waterway or

within 2ilmiles of the boundary of any airport unless otherwise

germitted'under federal law.

(6) A person may not engage in kite boarding or kite surfing

within an area that extends 1 mile in a direct 1line along the

centerline of an airport runway and that has a width measuring

one-half mile unless permitted under federal law; provided
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however, this subparagraph shall not apply to kite boarding or

kite surfing activities occurring within Huguenot Memorial Park

in the City of Jacksonville,
