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ORDINANCE 2014-737
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING AN HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION AND ASSOCIATED ROADWAY MARKERS; ESTABLISHING AN HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION ON HARBOR VIEW DRIVE IN JACKSONVILLE FOR ALFRED “AL” AUSTIN; PROVIDING FOR THE INSTALLATION OF TWO HONORARY ROADWAY MARKERS TO BE LOCATED IN APPROPRIATE LOCATIONS ON THE DESIGNATED ROADWAY IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 10; HONORING THE LEGACY OF ALFRED “AL” AUSTIN AND RECOGNIZING THE ACHIEVEMENTS OF ALFRED “AL” AUSTIN; WAIVING THE REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 745.105(e)(2), ORDINANCE CODE, REGARDING PERSONS WHO HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION MAY BE NAMED AFTER AS THE HONOREE IS STILL LIVING; WAIVING THE REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 745.105(h)(8), ORDINANCE CODE, WHICH REQUIRES THAT A PETITION BE SIGNED BY ALL PROPERTY OWNERS ABUTTING THE DESIGNATED HONORARY STREET; DIRECTING LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO FORWARD THE ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE UPON INTRODUCTION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, Alfred “Al” Austin, a Jacksonville native, attended New Stanton High School where his team won the All-City and All-Conference championships in 1957; and 
WHEREAS, in the year 1957, the historic championships won by New Stanton High School, a historically black school, was the first of its kind; and 

WHEREAS, also in 1957, Mr. Austin set a state record for the 100-yard dash with a record time of 9.6 seconds; and
WHEREAS, Alfred “Al” Austin attended the Florida A & M University where he competed in track and field earning the javelin throw and 440-yard relay honors together with his fellow teammate, “Bullet” Bob Hayes, who was an Olympic Gold Medalist; and 

WHEREAS, dedicating more than 30 years to the Duval County Public Schools, Mr. Austin taught and coached students at Jean Ribault High School, which included serving as the Head Coach for the Women’s Basketball team; and
WHEREAS,  for three consecutive years from January 2000 to January 2003(“a three-peat”), and as Head Coach, Mr. Austin led the Jean Ribault High School Women’s Basketball team to 101 consecutive wins; and 

WHEREAS, throughout his successful career, Alfred “Al” Austin has received several awards and recognitions for his exemplary service and devotion to the community; and
WHEREAS, in 2002, Mr. Austin was named National Coach of the Year by USA Today and Student Sports Magazine; and
WHEREAS, over his 25 years of coaching, Mr. Austin was recognized for winning the Florida State Championship in Women’s Basketball for 5 consecutive years, setting a state record, and claimed 22 district championships,18 regional championships, 13 appearances in the FHSAA Finals and 8 state titles; and

WHEREAS, playing an active role in numerous organizations, Mr. Austin served as a member of the Florida A & M Hall of Fame, the James P. Small Foundation’s Hall of Fame and the Florida Athletic Coaches Association; and

WHEREAS, Alfred “Al” Austin proudly mentored thousands of students, faculty and administrators; and
WHEREAS, Alfred “Al” Austin has resided in the community located within five miles of Harbor View Drive for ten years; and
WHEREAS, a private donor has provided funding to cover the costs of the roadway markers approved herein; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the accomplishments of Alfred “Al” Austin are worthy and deserving of a form of recognition that the City of Jacksonville and Alfred “Al” Austin’s family, friends and colleagues can share and celebrate in, to wit: the creation of an honorary street designation and the installation of two appropriate honorary roadway markers on Harbor View Drive in Council District 10; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

Harbor View Drive to receive an honorary street designation for Alfred “Al” Austin. Harbor View Drive in Council District 10 shall hereby be honorarily designated as contemplated by Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, for Alfred “Al” Austin.  A map of the road designation is attached as Exhibit 1.

Section 2.

Honorary Roadside Markers for Alfred “Al” Austin to be installed.  Two honorary roadway memorial markers, as contemplated by Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, recognizing and honoring Alfred “Al” Austin shall be placed in appropriate locations on Harbor View Drive.
Section 3. 
Waiver of Section 745.105 (e)(2).  Section 745.105 (e)(2), Ordinance Code, requiring the approval of honorary designations only for persons who have been deceased for five years, is hereby waived to allow the honoree, who is still living, the recognition that is long overdue. Two-thirds Vote of all Council Members is required for a waiver of Section 745.105 (e)(2). 
Section 4. 
Waiver of Section 745.105 (h)(8).  Section 745 (h)(8), Ordinance Code, requiring that a petition be signed by all property owners abutting the designated honorary street, is hereby waived due to the fact that seven homes are vacant, and six residents have not been available.  Two-thirds Vote of all Council Members is required for a waiver of Section 745.105 (h)(8).  A copy of the signed petition is attached as Composite Exhibit 2.

Section 5.

Directing Legislative Services to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is requested to send a copy of this legislation, once enacted, to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with the Public Works Department, Traffic Engineering Division and other affected agencies and organizations.

Section 6.

Rule 4.901 Requesting Emergency Passage upon introduction.  The purpose of the request for emergency passage upon introduction is due to an event which will pay tribute and honor Alfred “Al” Austin on November 15, 2014.

Section 7.

Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
