RESOLUTION 2014-777-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMEMORATING THE LIFE AND ACCOMPLISHMENTS OF STAFFORD CAMPBELL; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, a native of Stamford, Connecticut, Stafford Campbell graduated from Yale University in 1942 and served in the U.S. Navy in World War II, earning 7 campaign stars and rising to the rank of lieutenant before his discharge at the end of the war; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Campbell spent all of his working life with the Nestle’ company, including stints as the President of Nestle’ Canada and Vice President of the Nestle’ company’s American operations; and

WHEREAS, upon his retirement in 1982 Stafford Campbell moved to the University Park neighborhood in Old Arlington and began a decades-long career as a civic activist on behalf of the greater Arlington community in particular and the city in general; and


WHEREAS, not long after his arrival in Arlington, Mr. Campbell began advocating for City ordinance changes to rein in the offensive odors produced by several paper mills located along the St. Johns River, which efforts came to fruition in the early 1990s and caused changes in the companies’ paper production methods that eliminated the odors; and


WHEREAS, in 1984 Stafford Campbell strongly advocated for Jacksonville Community Council Inc. to study visual pollution in the city as its annual community improvement topic, and that study eventually led to a 1987 citizen petition and referendum process in which Mr. Campbell was an active participant that produced a City Charter amendment to reduce the number of billboards in the City over time and prevent the erection of new off-site commercial signs along most City roadways; and 


WHEREAS, always an avid sailor, Mr. Campbell wrote 5 books on sailing and celestial navigation and numerous articles for boating magazines, and was deeply involved in the Jacksonville Commodore’s Club, an organization of boat owners who use their love of boating and water sports to promote the community and encourage a respect for and enjoyment of the area’s abundant waterways; and


WHEREAS, Stafford Campbell was a long-time leader in the Greater Arlington Civic Council and an advocate for numerous environmental causes, including a years-long effort to have Mill Cove dredged to a navigable depth and was a leader in the fight against the construction of the AES Cedar Bay power plant; and

WHEREAS, the City was saddened to learn of the recent death of Mr. Campbell at the age of 93, and wishes to express its condolences to his family, friends and admirers; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commemorates the life and numerous civic accomplishments of Arlington resident Stafford Campbell, and expressed its deepest condolences to his family, friends and admirers. Mr. Campbell’s example of tireless civic participation and advocacy will stand as a testament to his hard work and deeply held beliefs, and he will be greatly missed.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
