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ORDINANCE 2015-50-E
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING AN HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION AND ASSOCIATED ROADWAY MARKERS; ESTABLISHING AN HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION ON MONUMENT ROAD EXTENDING FROM MCCORMICK ROAD TO FORT CAROLINE ROAD IN JACKSONVILLE FOR DAVID BOYNTON; PROVIDING FOR THE INSTALLATION OF TWO HONORARY ROADWAY MARKERS TO BE LOCATED IN APPROPRIATE LOCATIONS ON THE DESIGNATED ROADWAY IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 1; HONORING THE LEGACY OF DAVID BOYNTON AND RECOGNIZING THE ACHIEVEMENTS OF DAVID BOYNTON; WAIVING THE REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 745.105(e)(2), ORDINANCE CODE, REGARDING PERSONS AFTER WHOM HONORARY STREET DESIGNATIONS MAY BE NAMED; WAIVING SECTION 745.105(h)(8), Ordinance Code, requiring a petition to be signed by all property owners abutting the designated honorary street; DIRECTING LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO FORWARD THE ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, David George Lyon (Beef) Boynton, moved to Jacksonville in the 1980’s to continue a rewarding career working in the paper industry for more than 40 years; and 
WHEREAS, after several corporate moves, in 1992, Boynton joined Mac Papers as the first Director of Marketing located in Jacksonville; and 

WHEREAS, after retiring his career in 2006, Boynton became involved with the community in 2007 by creating the Monument Road Beautification Group which involved his tireless efforts of completing the Adopt-A-Road application and registering the Group with the City; and
WHEREAS, the Monument Road Beautification Group consists of numerous volunteers, whose ultimate goal is to maintain and improve property values in Jacksonville; and 
WHEREAS, specifically, David Boynton, was always seen along the roadway weeding, mulching and landscaping Monument Road from McCormick to Fort Caroline Roads; and
WHEREAS, in his final years, while undergoing the numerous rigors of medical treatments, David Boynton continued to organize and volunteer with the Monument Road Beautification work parties always with a big smile and amazing spirits; and

WHEREAS, as a result of David Boynton’s remarkable leadership, the Monument Road Beautification Group continues to exist and operate, expanding his legacy; and

WHEREAS, local residents and visitors received tremendous benefits from David Boynton’s leadership, highly valuing his active membership in the Hidden Hills Community Association Board of Directors; and 

WHEREAS, he also served, commendably, as the Chairman of the Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions Committee, at times, successfully resolving contentious processes, and ultimately generating cooperation and compliance from among members of the Association; and
WHEREAS, Boynton proudly made an impact in the lives of numerous people with his smile, generosity and good humor; and
WHEREAS, for 25 years David Boynton has resided in the community located within five miles of Monument Road; and
WHEREAS, a private donor has provided funding to cover the costs of the roadway markers approved herein; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the accomplishments of David George Lyon (Beef) Boynton are worthy and deserving of a form of recognition that the City of Jacksonville and David Boynton’s family, friends and colleagues can share and celebrate in, to wit: the creation of an honorary street designation and the installation of two appropriate honorary roadway markers on Monument Road extending from McCormick Road to Fort Caroline Road in Council District 1; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

Monument Road to receive an honorary street designation for David Boynton. Monument Road extending from McCormick Road to Fort Caroline Road in Council District 1 shall hereby be honorarily designated as contemplated by Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, for David Boynton.  A map of the road designation is attached as Exhibit 1.

Section 2.

Honorary Roadside Markers for David Boynton to be installed.  Two honorary roadway memorial markers, as contemplated by Section 745.105 (h), Ordinance Code, recognizing and honoring David Boynton shall be placed in appropriate locations on Monument Road.
Section 3. 
Waiver of Section 745.105 (e) (2). Section 745.105 (e)(2), Ordinance Code, requiring the approval of honorary designations only for persons who have been deceased for five years, is hereby waived due to the fact that recognition for the honoree is long overdue.  Two-thirds vote of all Council Members is required for a waiver of Section 745.105(e) (2).
Section 4.

Waiver of Section 745.105(h)(8), Ordinance Code. Section 745.105(h)(8), Ordinance Code, requiring  a petition be signed by all property owners abutting the designated honorary street, is hereby waived due to the fact that not all of property owners abutting the designated honorary street have signed the petition.


Section 5.

Directing Legislative Services to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is requested to send a copy of this legislation, once enacted, to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with the Public Works Department, Traffic Engineering Division and other affected agencies and organizations.

Section 6.

Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
