ORDINANCE 2015-71
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE 2012-452-E BY EXTENDING THE PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE FOR THE TOWN OF BALDWIN COMMUNITY CENTER/POST DISASTER SHELTER PROJECT (THE “PROJECT”) TO APRIL 1, 2015 TO ALLOW FOR COMPLETION OF THE PROJECT; MAKING NO OTHER CHANGES TO ORDINANCE 2012-452-E; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, funds appropriated by Ordinance 2012-452-E for the purpose of providing improvements to the Town of Baldwin’s Community Center/Post Disaster Shelter and Fire Station #46 lapsed on January 1, 2015, in accordance with  Section 3 of said ordinance, as previously amended by Ordinance 2014-436-E; and


WHEREAS, the Community Center/Post Disaster Shelter Project (the “Project”) is not yet complete; and


WHEREAS, the estimated time for completion of the Project is April 1, 2015; now therefore  

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Ordinance 2012-452-E amended.  Section 3 of Ordinance 2012-452-E is amended, in part, to extend the period of performance of the Project to April 1, 2015, and as amended shall read as follows: 
“Section 3.
Accounting/Reverter.
 The Town of Baldwin shall provide to the City of Jacksonville a full accounting of all revenues and expenditures for the Community Center/Post Disaster Shelter and Fire Station improvement projects. Any funds not utilized for the purposes set forth in this ordinance shall be returned to the fund of origin by January 1,April 1, 2015.”  
Section 2.

Retroactive applicability.

This ordinance shall be retroactive in application so that the amendment adopted herein shall be effective as if it were contained in the original enabling Ordinance 2012-452-E.
Section 3.

All other aspects of Ordinance 2009-845-E unchanged.  With the exception of Section 1 of this ordinance, in all other respects Ordinance 2012-452-E shall remain unchanged and in full force and effect.


Section 4.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor, or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
