ORDINANCE 2015-82
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER (1) A LICENSE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE (“CITY”) AND LEARN TO READ, INC. (“LTR”) FOR THE PURPOSE OF ALLOWING LTR TO USE SHARED SPACE IN THE CENTER FOR ADULT LEARNING (“CAL”) ON THE CONFERENCE FLOOR OF THE MAIN LIBRARY FOR THREE (3) YEARS, WITH TWO (2) THREE (3) YEAR EXTENSIONS, AT A RENTAL RATE OF $350.00 PER MONTH, AND (2) A LICENSE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY AND LTR FOR THE PURPOSE OF ALLOWING LTR TO USE 1,079 SQUARE FEET OF SPACE IN THE DOWNSTAIRS PORTION OF BRADHAM BROOKS LIBRARY FOR TWO (2) YEARS, WITH TWO (2) THREE (3) YEAR EXTENSIONS, FOR $1.00 PER YEAR; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approval and Authorization. There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the Jacksonville Public Library, (i) a License Agreement between the City of Jacksonville (“City”) and Learn to Read, Inc. (“LTR”) for the purpose of allowing LTR to use shared space in the Center for Adult Learning (“CAL”) on the conference floor of the Main Library for three (3) years, with two (2) three (3) year extensions, at a rental rate of $350.00 per month, such amount to be deposited in the Library Board Trust Fund to assist CAL in its related work with adults, in substantially the same form as has been placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services, and (ii) a License Agreement between the City and LTR for the purpose of allowing LTR to use 1,079 square feet of space in the downstairs portion of Bradham Brooks Library for two (2) years, with two (2) three (3) year extensions for $1.00 per year, with LTR contributing a generous amount of in-kind work in order to bring the space up to its requirements, in substantially the same form as has been placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services.


Section 2.

Requesting One Cycle Emergency Passage Pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.  One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested.  The nature of the emergency is that LTR has several pending grants that require these locations to be up and running as soon as possible..
Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
