AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING SURPLUS PERSONAL PROPERTY OF THE CITY; DECLARING THAT CERTAIN FIRE RESCUE 13 FREIGHTLINER/ AMERICAN LAFRANCE (VIN 1FVABPCS54DM17847, MOTOR POOL NUMBER 8734-10) VALUED AT $9,450.00 TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY AND AUTHORIZING THE APPROPRIATE OFFICIALS OF THE CITY TO TRANSFER TITLE OF SAID PROPERTY TO GUARDIANS OF THE RIBBON - Jacksonville Chapter, INC., A FLORIDA NON-PROFIT CORPORATION AT NO COST, WAIVING SECTION 122.813, ORDINANCE CODE, REGARDING DISPOSAL OF FIRE EQUIPMENT TO ALLOW DONATION TO GUARDIANS OF THE RIBBON-Jacksonville Chapter INC.; PROVIDING FOR A REVERTER; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Declaration of Surplus. The City hereby declares that certain Fire Rescue 13 Freightliner/ American LaFrance (VIN 1FVABPCS54DM17847, Motor Pool Number 8734-10) valued at $9,450 (“Subject Property”), to be surplus to the needs of the City of Jacksonville and authorizes the appropriate City officials to transfer title of the Subject Property to the Guardians of the Ribbon - Jacksonville Chapter, Inc., a Florida non-profit corporation at no cost. Fire Chief Senterfitt has provided written documentation that the Subject Property was decommissioned in October 2013, is no longer needed by the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department, and he supports donation of the Subject Property to the Guardians of the Ribbon - Jacksonville Chapter, Inc.  A copy of the memorandum from Fire Chief Senterfitt is attached hereto as Exhibit 1.
Section 2.

Public Purpose.

The Subject Property is needed by the Guardians of the Ribbon - Jacksonville Chapter, Inc., for fundraising and outreach as part of the Guardians of the Ribbon Pink Heals National Tour.  This is a national organization to which local fire fighters volunteer their time to drive pink fire trucks across the country to fundraise for cancer patients and campaign for greater awareness through public outreach.  The City of Jacksonville finds that providing this surplussed vehicle to the Guardians of the Ribbon - Jacksonville Chapter, Inc. is a valid public purpose.
Section 3.

Section 122.813 (Disposal of surplus fire and rescue vehicles and equipment; mutual aid and assistance agreement), Ordinance Code, Waived.  Section 122.813 (Disposal of surplus fire and rescue vehicles and equipment; mutual aid and assistance agreement), Ordinance Code, regarding the disposal of certain fire equipment by offering for sale to surrounding counties is waived. In this circumstance, Subject Property is in poor condition and the City Council finds that there is a greater public purpose in donating the Subject Property to the Guardians of the Ribbon - Jacksonville Chapter, Inc. for use by local fire fighters who selflessly give of their time to assist in the efforts of the organization through fundraising and bringing awareness of the Pink Heals National Tour and other programs supported by the Guardians of the Ribbon - Jacksonville Chapter, Inc.   
Section 4.

Reverter. The disposition authorized herein is conditioned upon the Guardians of the Ribbon - Jacksonville Chapter, Inc. using the said vehicle for the purposes set forth herein and is conditioned upon Guardians of the Ribbon - Jacksonville Chapter, Inc. agreeing to convey the vehicle back to the City of Jacksonville in the event that the vehicle is not used for those purposes.
Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
