ORDINANCE 2015-173
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, A TRANSFER AND MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT  BETWEEN THE CITY AND THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF A 4-LANE URBAN/RURAL ARTERIAL TYPICAL SECTION ALONG STATE ROAD 200/US 301 FROM NORTH OF THE I-10 INTERCHANGE (APPROXIMATELY MILEPOST 7.851) TO NORTH OF THE TOWN OF BALDWIN’S CITY LIMITS (APPROXIMATELY MILEPOST 11.659), INCLUDING THE CONSTRUCTION OF BRIDGES OVER A PORTION OF THE CSX EAST/WEST RAILROAD, A PORTION OF THE JACKSONVILLE-BALDWIN RAIL TRAIL, AND A PORTION OF THE CSX NORTH/SOUTH RAILROAD (THE “IMPROVEMENTS”); AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ACCEPT BY MAP TRANSFER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, PORTIONS OF THE IMPROVEMENTS AS DETAILED IN THE TRANSFER AND MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Transfer and Maintenance Agreement approved and execution authorized.

There is hereby approved and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, the Transfer and Maintenance Agreement between the City and the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT), placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services (the “Agreement”). FDOT will undertake to construct a 4-lane urban/rural arterial typical section along State Road 200/US 301 from north of the I-10 interchange (approximately milepost 7.851) to north of the Town of Baldwin’s city limits (approximately milepost 11.659), including the construction of bridges over a portion of the CSX east/west railroad, a portion of the Jacksonville-Baldwin Rail Trail, and a portion of the CSX north/south railroad (the “Improvements”). The Agreement will allow for the Improvements. 

Section 2.

Roadway Transfer Approved.

There is hereby approved, and the Mayor is hereby authorized to accept by Map Transfer, for and on behalf of the City of Jacksonville, portions of the Improvements as detailed in the Agreement. Upon completion of the Improvements, the City shall own, operate, maintain, and repair the Improvements at its sole cost and expense.   

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
