Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to appropriate $1,000,000 from Stormwater Master Plan/TMDL and $1,630,514 from BMAP Credit Trading with JEA to fund Stormwater utilities projects as follows: $1,100,000 for Noroad/Lambing Drainage project; $350,000 for Mandarin Drainage (Orange Pickers Area Phase I); $990,000 for Crystal Springs Area Drainage; $110,000 for Bulls Bay Drainage Improvements; and $80,514 for Stormwater Utility funding contingency.
Section 3.

CIP Amendment.  The Finance department shall utilize the summary attached reflecting the changes to the projects hereto as Revised Exhibit 2, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 2, Revised CIP Summary, April 20, 2015 – TEU”, to modify the 2014-2015 CIP approved in ordinance 2014-467-E.  The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because limited funds were appropriated in the 2014-2015 budget for capital improvement until a review of the CIP as a whole. Funds available and identified can be used for awaiting 2014-2015 projects. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2014-467-E. In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2014-467-E shall continue in full force and effect.
