ORDINANCE 2015-249
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 655 (CONCURRENCY AND MOBILITY MANAGEMENT SYSTEM), PART 2 (JACKSONVILLE DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT REGULATIONS), AND PART 3 (FAIR SHARE ASSESSMENT PROCEDURES), ORDINANCE CODE, TO PROVIDE THAT CERTAIN ANNUAL MAINTENANCE FEES AND EXTENSION FEES ARE DEPOSITED INTO THE FAIR SHARE SECTOR AREAS TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENTS SPECIAL REVENUE FUND CREATED UNDER SECTION 111.530, ORDINANCE CODE, PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Ordinance Code establishes several special revenue and trust accounts found in Part 5 Public Works, Utilities and Infrastructure, Chapter 111, which address the Concurrency and Mobility Management System and allow for infrastructure improvements and construction of new roadways through certain specific project funds or by fair share sector funds, as outlined in Sections 111.520-111.546, Ordinance Code; and 

WHEREAS, each year application fees from concurrency and mobility applications are deposited into the Concurrency Management System Fund described in Section 111.520 and are used for operational expenses to offset the administrative cost of the Concurrency Management and Mobility System Office; and 

WHEREAS, there are certain annual maintenance fees associated with development agreements pursuant to Part 2 of Chapter 655 and extension fees associated with fair share contracts pursuant to Part 3 of Chapter 655 which do not require additional administrative man-hours or expenditures by the Concurrency and Mobility Management System Office; and

 WHEREAS, it is the Council’s intent that these specific fees be used for roadway construction and infrastructure improvements in the appropriately designated sector funds rather than for use to offset operational expenses for the Concurrency Mobility Management System Office; now therefore 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Chapter 655 (Concurrency and Mobility Management System), Part 2 (Jacksonville Development Agreement Regulations), and Part 3 (Fair Share Assessment Procedures), Ordinance Code, are amended in part as follows:

Sec. 655.208. - Schedule of fees.

(1) The following schedule of fees shall apply. The effective date and time of filing the application shall be upon receipt of the required fee by the Tax Collector. The fees shall not include the cost of notification, which cost shall be $7 for each notification and shall be paid to the City. 
(a)  Application for a development agreement – less than one 
acre.....
$750.00

(b)  Application for a development agreement – more than one 
acre.....$750.00

(c)  Request for an amendment to a development agreement.....


$1,000.00

(d)  Request for cancellation of a development agreement.....


$1,000.00

(e)  Memorandum of Agreement.....$200.00

All fees received by the City in connection with development agreement applications shall be deposited into the Concurrency Management System Fund created by Section 111.520, Ordinance Code.  
(2) Existing Development Agreements entered into by the City also provide for the payment of annual maintenance fees to maintain reservations of capacity; such fees vary based on the respective reservation in the Development Agreement. All fees received by the City in connection with Development Agreement annual maintenance fee payments made pursuant to an existing Development Agreement approved pursuant to Part 2 herein shall be deposited into the Fair Share Sector Areas Transportation Improvements Special Revenue Fund created by Section 111.530, Ordinance Code.

Sec. 655.302. - Extension of fair share assessment contracts.

(f)
In the event a fair share assessment contract is extended, the developer or landowner, will be required to pay five percent of the total assessment including the annual inflation adjustment to the CMMSO on each anniversary date of the extension of the fair share assessment contract. Such annual fee will only be applied to a future fair share assessment payment made by the developer or landowner. The developer or landowner is not required to pay the annual fee in the event the contract includes a developer proposed improvement that has been delayed by the City or other governmental agency, unless such delay is attributable to the developer's actions or inactions. The annual fee payment made pursuant to this subsection shall be deposited into the Fair Share Sector Areas Transportation Improvements Special Revenue Fund created by Section 111.530, Ordinance Code.
