RESOLUTION 2015-264-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING WESTSIDE CHURCH OF CHRIST, INC., ON THEIR 85TH CHURCH ANNIVERSARY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, during the summer of 1930, the Riverside Park Church of Christ invited Brother Marshall Keeble of Nashville, Tennessee to conduct a week-long gospel meeting under a tent on Ernest Street known as Mixon Town on the Westside. There were approximately 15 to 20 individuals baptized which resulted in the first black Church of Christ in Jacksonville; and


WHEREAS, this small congregation initially held services in a storefront building on Run Street for several years with Brother A.B. Millen as the preacher and teacher. Over the next 40 years, the congregation experienced continuous growth in the Mixon Town community that expanded its ministries, membership and demand for a larger edifice; and


WHEREAS, in March 2001, Westside Church of Christ held its first worship service at its current location in the Historic Springfield Community with a sanctuary capacity of 1,200 and many other beautiful amenities to serve the people of God and the community; and 


WHEREAS, over the past 85 years, Westside Church of Christ has served its community well in providing spiritual guidance and numerous services and activities, including but not limited to , monthly food assistance, weekend tutoring, sponsorship of Boy and Girl Scout troops, former site for the Bridge of Northeast Florida and other summer program initiatives, as well as the establishment of  Saving  our Men of Tomorrow Project and the High Heels – Higher Calling mentoring program for women in the field of entrepreneurship; and


WHEREAS, it is evident in the rich history of Westside Church of Christ that the past and present leaders and members have worked to make this congregation a loving and caring place for all people; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and congratulates the congregation of Westside Church of Christ, Inc., on the occasion of the church’s 85th anniversary, and extends the City’s very best wishes for many more years of faithful service to its parishioners and to the Jacksonville community.


Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
