AN ORDINANCE APPROVING A FIRST AMENDMENT TO THE DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND THE UNIVERSITY OF NORTH FLORIDA BOARD OF TRUSTEES (CCAS/CRC NO. 45686) KNOWN AS “FIRST AMENDMENT TO THE CAMPUS DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT DATED JULY 12, 2006”, FOR THE UNIVERSITY OF NORTH FLORIDA CAMPUS LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICTS 3 AND 4 TO EXTEND THE TERM OF THE CONTRACT 18 MONTHS, AND REPURPOSE THE FAIR SHARE SPECIFIC PROJECT SPECIAL REVENUE FUND FOR THE UNIVERSITY OF NORTH FLORIDA CAMPUS DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT; AMENDING SECTION 111.535, ORDINANCE CODE, TO CODIFY THE SPECIFIC PROJECT ACCOUNT FOR FUNDS COLLECTED PURSUANT TO THE EXISTING CAMPUS DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT AND ANY AMENDMENTS THERETO AND STATING THE AMENDED SPECIFIC PURPOSE OF THE FUNDS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter 1013, Part III, Florida Statutes, the UNF BOT and the City entered into that certain Campus Development Agreement dated July 12, 2006 (“2006 Agreement”) based upon the UNF Campus Master Plan that extended from 2005 – 2015; and 

WHEREAS, on January 18, 2011, the UNF BOT adopted an updated Campus Master Plan that extends from 2010 to 2020; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter 1013, Part III, Florida Statutes, a new Development Agreement should have been prepared and entered into by UNF BOT and the City in 2011; and

WHEREAS, UNF BOT and the City desire to amend and extend the 2006 Agreement for 18 months to allow UNF to adopt a new Campus Master Plan that will extend from 2015 to 2025, as well as a new traffic study to determine the impacts the planned facilities will have on public facilities and services; and

WHEREAS, UNF is currently underway with its updated 2015-2025 Campus Master Plan, and

WHEREAS, upon adoption of the 2015-2025 UNF Campus Master Plan, pursuant to Chapter 1013, Part III, Florida Statutes, UNF will prepare a draft campus Development Agreement that will address the impacts of proposed campus development reasonably over the term of the draft campus Development Agreement on public facilities and services, including roads, sanitary sewer, solid waste, drainage/stormwater management, potable water, parks and recreation, and public transportation; and
 
WHEREAS, the draft campus Development Agreement will identify any deficiencies in public facilities and services which the proposed campus development will create or to which it will contribute; and
WHEREAS, the draft campus Development Agreement will identify all improvements to facilities or services which are necessary to eliminate these deficiencies; and

WHEREAS, the 2006 Agreement stated that there was sufficient drainage, potable water, sanitary sewer, solid waste, and open space and recreation facility capacity to accommodate the needs of UNF through the year 2015 and that only the transportation facility capacity was insufficient; and

WHEREAS, the 2006 Agreement identified the UNF BOT's "fair share” of the cost to eliminate the transportation deficiencies at the time to be $3,050,940; and

WHEREAS, Ordinance 2006-457-E that approved the 2006 Agreement also created a new subsection 110.398.1(a)(7), Ordinance Code, entitled the “University of North Florida Campus Development Agreement (CCAS/CRC #45686)”; and

WHEREAS, the “University of North Florida Campus Development Agreement (CCAS/CRC #45686)” was, in error, never codified, perhaps because Ordinance 2006-422-E was at the same time renumbering Sec. 110.398.1 to Sec. 111.535, Ordinance Code, however, the “University of North Florida Campus Development Agreement (CCAS/CRC #45686)” account continues to exist as Fair Share Specific Project Subfund – 116 (PW0643-01); and

WHEREAS, UNF deposited $3,050,940 into that Fair Share Specific Project Subfund, pursuant to the 2006 Agreement, for the specific project of “widening the existing, platted First Coast Technology Parkway to a six-lane divided urban section and reconfiguring portions of First Coast Technology Parkway to permit its substitution (as Kernan Boulevard) for the portion of Kernan Boulevard now abutting First Coast Technology Park.  The Council finds that these improvements will address the impacts to the links identified in the Agreement, as approved by Ordinance 2006-457-E.”; and

WHEREAS, this widening project was preliminarily designed but never constructed, and UNF BOT and the City agree that this project is no longer viable, but desire that the funding continue to be dedicated to a specific transportation project with an identifiable public benefit; and

WHEREAS, UNF BOT and the City agree that the money previously designated for the expansion of First Coast Technology Parkway as identified as a result of the analysis contained in the previous 2006 Agreement will instead be utilized for a roadway improvement that shall be identified as a result of the updated UNF 2015-2025 Master Campus Plan and the accompanying traffic analysis; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approval of First Amendment to the Development Agreement.  The “First Amendment to the Campus Development Agreement Dated July 12, 2006” between the City of Jacksonville and the University of North Florida Board of Trustees is hereby approved in substantially the same form as Exhibit 1, attached hereto.  The Mayor and Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute said Amendment on behalf of the City.


Section 2.

Codification and Repurposing of the University of North Florida Campus Development Agreement Account. Pursuant to Ordinance 2006-457-E, Section 110.398.1, Part 3, Chapter 110, Ordinance Code, was amended to include a new subsection (7) for the “University of North Florida Campus Development Agreement (CCAS/CRC #45686)” account.  Pursuant to Ordinance 2006-422-E, and apparently prior to actual codification into the Ordinance Code of the new subsection (7), Section 110.398.1 of the Ordinance Code was moved to Section 111.535. Through error, the University of North Florida Campus Development Agreement (CCAS/CRC #45686) account was never codified in either Chapter 110 or Chapter 111 of the Ordinance Code.  In order to correct this error, and to repurpose the funds within the account, Section 111.535 (Fair Share Specific Projects Special Revenue Fund), Part 5 (Public Works, Utilities, and Infrastructure), Chapter 111 (Special Revenue and Trust Accounts) is hereby amended in part to read as follows:

CHAPTER 111 SPECIAL REVENUE AND TRUST ACCOUNTS

Section 111.535 Fair Share Specific Projects Special Revenue Fund.

(a)  There is hereby created the Fair Share Projects Special Revenue Fund which shall consist of the following accounts:

University of North Florida Campus Development Agreement (CCAS/CRC #45686).  All funds received by the City in connection with the Fair Share Assessment in the Campus Development Agreement (“Agreement”) approved by Ordinance 2006-457-E, including the $3,050,940 already deposited into the account by the University of North Florida, and any subsequent amount due in connection with any amendment to the Agreement, shall be deposited into this account.  Any sums placed into this account, including any accumulated interest, are to be fully used for the cost of a transportation improvement that shall be identified as a result of the updated UNF Campus Master Plan extending from 2015-2025, and the accompanying traffic analysis.  The City Council must find that this transportation improvement corrects the transportation deficiencies identified in the Agreement as being created or contributed by the development at UNF identified by the Agreement, as well as any additional deficiencies, if any, identified by the updated UNF Campus Master Plan extending from 2015 – 2025 and its accompanying traffic analysis.  

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon the signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s Signature.

BOARD OF TRUSTEES (hereinafter referred to as the UNF “BOT”) by and on behalf of UNF.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter 1013, Part lll, Florida Statutes, the UNF BOT and the City
entered into that certain Campus Development Agreement dated July 12, 2006 (“2006 Agreement”)
based upon the UNF Campus Master Plan that extended from 2005 - 2015, and

WHEREAS, on January 18, 2011, the UNF BOT adopted an updated Campus Master Plan that
extends from 2010 to 2020, and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter 1013, Part |ll, Florida Statutes, a new Development Agreement
should have been prepared and entered into by UNF BOT and the City in 2011, and

WHEREAS, UNF BOT and the City desire to amend and extend the 2006 Agreement for 18
months to allow UNF to adopt a new Campus Master Plan that will extend from 2015 to 2025, as well as
a new traffic study to determine the impacts the planned facilities will have on public facilities and
services, and

WHEREAS, UNF is currently underway with its updated 2015-2025 Campus Master Plan, and

WHEREAS, upon adoption of the 2015-2025 UNF Campus Master Plan, pursuant to Chapter
1013, Part fll, Florida Statutes, UNF will prepare a draft campus Development Agreement that will

WHEREAS, UNF BOT and the City agree that the money previously designated for the
expansion of First Coast Technology Parkway as identified as a result of the analysis contained in the
previous 2006 Agreement, along with any subsequent amount due in connection with any amendment to
the 2006 Agreement, will instead be utilized for a transportation improvement that shall be identified as a
result of the updated UNF 2015-2025 Master Campus Plan and the accompanying traffic analysis,

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the covenants contained herein and the performance
thereof, the parties do hereby agree as follows:

1. RECITATIONS

The foregoing recitals are true and correct and are incorporated herein by reference.

2. DURATION OF AGREEMENT

Paragraph 5.0 “Duration of Agreement” is hereby amended to strike "June 30, 2015” and insert in lieu
thereof “December 31, 2016".

3. IMPROVEMENTS REQUIRED TO MAINTAIN LEVELS OF SERVICE

(a) Subparagraph 11.7 of the 2006 Agreement is hereby amended to strike the following language in
its entirety:

“The UNF BOT and City further agree that the UNF BOT'’s fair share of
the costs of improvements necessary to correct deficiencies identified in
Sections 10.6 and 11.6 in the amount of $3,050,940 shall be used by the
City toward the full cost of the following improvements, which will better
serve future UNF traffic:

Widening the existing, platted First Coast Technology
Parkway to a six-lane divided urban section and
reconfiguring portions of First Coast Technology Parkway to
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permit its substitution (as Kernan Boulevard) for the portion
of Kernan Boulevard now abutting First Coast Technology
Park.

The City may establish a separate account into which all funds paid
pursuant to this Agreement shall be deposited and used for the
improvements identified in this Section 11.7."

(b) Subparagraph 11.7 of the 2006 Agreement is hereby amended to read as follows:

“The UNF BOT and City further agree that the UNF BOT's fair share of
the costs of improvements determined necessary to correct deficiencies
identified in Sections 10.6 and 11.6 of the 2006 Agreement in the amount
of $3,050,940, plus accrued interest earned, and any subsequent
amount due, shall be used by the City toward the full cost of a
transportation improvement that shall be identified as a result of the
updated UNF Campus Master Plan extending from 2015 to 2025, and
the accompanying traffic analysis, and as approved by the City Council
as correcting the facility capacity deficiencies.

The City has established the Fair Share Specific Project Subfund — 116
(PW0843-01) to house the University of North Florida Campus
Development Agreement (CCAS/CRC #45686) and such Subfund shall
remain for the purpose as stated in this subparagraph.”

4. PREVIOUS TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Except for the amendments contained herein, all other terms and conditions of the 2006 Agreement
remain with the same force and effect.

5. RECORDING OF THIS AMENDMENT

This Amendment shall be recorded by the City in the public records of the City of Jacksonville, Fiorida.
Pursuant to Section 1010.30, Florida Statutes, within 14 days of execution of the Amendment by both
parties, a copy of the Amendment shall be forwarded to the state land planning agency by the UNF BOT.
The effective date of this Amendment shall be the date upon which the last party has executed the
Amendment.
