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FIRST AMENDMENT TO DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT

THIS FIRST AMENDMENT TO DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT (“Amendment”)
made and entered into this __ day of , 2015, by and among the CITY OF
JACKSONVILLE, a municipal corporation of the State of Florida (hereinafter the “City”), and
4851 Collins Road, LLC, a Florida Limited Liability Company, (hereinafter “Collins Road”).
RECITALS

A. Collins Road is the owner of certain real property in Duval County, Florida (the
“Property”), which Property is located on the north side of Collins Road, between Roosevelt
Boulevard and Retreat Boulevard. A legal description of the Property is set forth in the
Development Agreement at Exhibit “A,” as said term is defined therein.

B. Collins Road and the City entered into a Development Agreement for CCAS
71325, dated November 16, 2009 with an Effective Date on January 29, 2009. The Development
Agreement was approved as Ordinance 2009-%67-E and recorded in Official Records Book
15103, page 794-813 of the current public records of Duval County, Florida (the “Development
Agreement”).

C. The Development Agreement reserved sufficient traffic circulation capacity to
permit development of 209 multifamily dwelling units.

D. The Development Agreement provided for a Duration of Agreement which
expires on January 29, 2015.

E. To date 209 multi family dwelling units remain under the Development
Agreement. Collins Road requests an extension of the duration of the Development Agreement
due to changing market conditions which have rendered the original development schedule

obsolete.
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F. Collins Road has requested, and the City has agreed to provide, an extension of
the Duration of Agreément until September 8, 2018.

G. The public meeting and required public hearings on this First Amendment were
held, following proper notice, pursuant to Section 163.3225, Florida Statutes, and Chapter 655,
Ordinance Code of the City of Jacksonville, before (i) the Planning and Development
Department pursuant to Part 2 of Chapter 655, Ordinance Code, (ii) the Land Use and Zoning
(LUZ) Committee of the City Council, and (iii) the City Council.

H. This First Amendment is entered into pursuant to Section 163.3237, Florida
Statutes, which authorizes amendments to development agreements by mutual consent of the
parties, and pursuant to Chapter 655, Part II, Ordinance Code. To the extent applicable, the
exhibits required by Ordinance Code Section 655.205(h) are attached hereto as Exhibits A
through H.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the covenants herein made and the
performance thereof, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1. Recitals True. The foregoing recitals are true and correct and are incorporated
herein by reference.

2. Definitions of Terms Used in this First Amendment. All proper terms appearing

in this First Amendment and in the Development Agreement shall be defined as they are defined
in the Development Agreement, unless otherwise specified.

3. Amendment to Duration of Development Agreement. Pursuant to Section

163.3237, Florida Statutes, Sections 655.205 (g) and (h), Ordinance Code, and Paragraph 5(f) of
the Development Agreement, the City and Collins Road hereby amend the Development

Agreement to extend the Duration of Agreement until September 8, 2018.
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4. Obligations of the parties. In consideration for the City’s approval of this

Amendment, Collins Road shall pay to the City the annual fee each year that this Amendment is
in effect beginning on the first anniversary of the Effective Date of the Development Agreement
and continuing on the same date of each year thereafter. The annual fee due hereunder sﬁall
equal the application fee for a CRC not preceded by a CCAS, calculated based upon the
remaining Reserved Capacity on each such anniversary date, multiplied by three (3). The
CMMSO shall provide Collins Road with an annual written notice of the fee payment due
hereunder and Collins Road shall have a period of thirty (30) days after its receipt of such notice
from the CMMSO within which to pay such annual fee, provided, however, that in no event shall
such fee be due prior to the respective anniversary of the Effective Date of the Development
Agreement. If Collins Road fails to pay the annual fee within thirty (30) days after its receipt of
written notice from the CMMSQO, then the City may terminate this Agreement pursuant to the
provisions set forth in Section 655.205, Ordinance Code.

Pursuant to Ordinance Code Section 655.205(h)(2)(viii), Ordinance Code, there are no
additional impacts due to the proposed amendment to extend the Duration of the Development
Agreement.

5. All Other Terms Remain in Effect. All other terms and conditions in the

Development Agreement remain in force and in effect.

6. Miscellaneous.

a. Recording. This Amendment shall be recorded by City in the public records of
Duval County, Florida.

b. Effective Date. This Amendment shall be effective upon recordation in the public

records of Duval County, Florida.
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c. Necessary Procedures. The parties represent, warrant and agree that this First

Amendment has been entered into after compliance with all applicable procedures which relate
to the adoption, execution, enforceability or validity of this First Amendment.

d. Headings. The headings of the paragraphs in this First Amendment are for
convenience of the reader and do not control the meaning of the provision of this First
Amendment.

e. Severability. If any part of this First Amendment is finally found by a court of
competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this First Amendment
shall continue to be enforceable.

Collins Road
has made numerous attempts to develop the property, position the property for development by a
third party, and sell the property outright to a developer since the original Development
Agreement approval in 2010. The property has been continually under due diligence assessment
by prospective owners, developers and tenants to utilize its locational benefits, active permits
and reserved concurrency. Changing market conditions have rendered the original development
schedule obsolete. Collins Road requests an extension of the Duration of Agreement to January
29, 2020 to permit, develop and/or sell the property originally described in the Development
Agreement.

Because all market conditions have stalled during this unprecedented
downturn in the economy, there are no material adverse impacts on any existing resources and/or
any existing or planned facilities in the area. Furthermore, in consideration for the City’s
approval of this Amendment, Collins Road agrees to pay to the City an increased annual fee each
year that this Amendment is in effect, beginning on the first anniversary of the Effective Date of
the Development Agreement and continuing on the same date of each year thereafter. This
increased annual fee will mitigate for any minor impacts due to the proposed amendment.
