Section 2. 
Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for improvements to Cisco Garden Park, located at 4238 Jones Rd, Jacksonville, Florida 32219, consisting of a shelter/gazebo, sidewalk, picnic tables and waste receptacle as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and by this reference made a part hereof.  Any unused funds shall revert to the account of origin as reference in Section 1(a) above, as described herein.


Section 3.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated herein shall not lapse at the end of the current fiscal year, but shall carry over from fiscal year to fiscal year.


Section 4.

Oversight.

The Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services shall oversee the project, and inspect the completed project and reimburse the costs as appropriate.  


 Section 5. 
Invoking the exception to Sec. 126.107(g), Ordinance Code.  The City is hereby authorized to procure the use of the professional services of Southern Recreation, Inc. for the purchase and installation of the improvements described in Exhibit 1. Pursuant to Section 126.107(g) (Exemptions), Part 1 (General Regulations), Chapter 126 (Procurement Code), Ordinance Code, such procurement is exempted from competitive solicitation because the supplies or services are to be provided by those specifically prescribed within authorizing legislation that appropriates the same.  With the exception of the foregoing, all other provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 6. 
Requesting Emergency Passage upon Introduction.
Emergency passage of this legislation upon introduction is requested. The nature of the emergency is that Council Member Lee learned of the need for such improvements at a community meeting held on June 15, 2015.  The project is ready to begin when funding is available.  Due to the fact that Council Member Lee’s term will expire on June 30 and the last Council meeting of her term is June 23, 2015, Council Member Lee would request that the matter be taken up prior to her departure.  

Section 7.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

Litchfield Landscape Elements, Inc. offers a 10 year Limited Warranty
for Powder Coating to the original purchaser.

This limited warranty is only valid if Litchfield Industries has been paid
in full for the cost of the shelter. This limited warranty is for factory
applied finish only.

Damage cccurring from shipping, erection, vandalism, accidents, or
field modification will require field touch-up immediately and
periodically thereafter which is not covered in this limited warranty.
The owner must report any defects in the powder coat at the time
the installation is completed

The 10 year limited warranty excludes structures erected at sites
where salt air, corrosive atmosphere, or sprinkler systems come in
contact with the shelter.

Not covered by this limited warranty are acute angles, welds, and
endplates that are prone to minor defects on occasions and will
require touch-up by owner.
