RESOLUTION 2015-467-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING JODY MCDANIEL FOR HER DAILY COMMITMENT AND DEDICATION TO THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND THOSE WE SERVE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Jody McDaniel was born in Heidelberg, Germany where her father worked at the Pentagon for the Department of Defense. During her earlier years, the family moved around a lot because of her father’s occupation. After obtaining her Bachelors of Science degree in Leisure Services from Florida State University, Ms. McDaniel moved to Jacksonville in 1981, and pursued her Master’s Degree in Public Administration from University of North Florida. She began working for the City of Jacksonville in 2001 as a Recreation Grants Coordinator with the Parks and Recreation Department; and
WHEREAS, in 2007, Ms. McDaniel was transferred into the Planning and Development Department. Her position was eventually converted to a professional planner position, which is currently a City Planner II. Ms. McDaniel is a genuine person with exceptional qualities as a public servant. She exhibits professionalism and outstanding customer service in her daily duties and additional projects by going the extra mile to ensure customer satisfaction; and

WHEREAS, in the fall 2011, a project to establish two inshore reefs was introduced and the Coastal Conservation Association of Florida (CCA) met with City staff to discuss the installation of artificial reefs in the St. Johns River. Jody worked with CCA to obtain the necessary permits, and successfully pursued a Florida Fish and Wildlife artificial reef construction grant for $30,000 to match the funding CCA provided. Jody was also responsible for developing the scope of the project and bidding documents. Jody oversaw the construction of the project and the close out of the grant; and

WHEREAS, Coastal Conservation Association of Florida was so impressed by Jody’s efforts that the organization established an award named “The Jody McDaniel Award” for public servants that make extraordinary contributions to marine habitat; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends Jody McDaniel for her efforts and her commitment to doing a good job and going beyond the call of duty to ensure that there will be availability of coastal resources for the benefit and enjoyment of the general public.
