ORDINANCE 2015-484
AN ORDINANCE REPEALING IN ITS ENTIRETY ORDINANCE 2015-436-E THAT ESTABLISHED A TEMPORARY MORATORIUM (180 DAYS) ON THE ISSUANCE OF ANY DEVELOPMENT ORDER FOR, OR THE ALLOWANCE OF, THE GROWING, PROCESSING OR DISPENSING OF LOW-THC CANNABIS; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE UPON INTRODUCTION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Ordinance 2015-436-E Repealed. 
Ordinance 2015-436-E establishing a temporary moratorium (180 days) on the issuance of any development order for, or the allowance of, the growing, processing or dispensing of low-THC cannabis is hereby repealed in its entirety.

Section 2.

Requesting emergency passage upon introduction pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency.  Emergency passage upon introduction is requested because the State Department of Health is presently in the process of issuing licenses.
Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
