JOHNS RIVER; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, THE CITY DEED AND ALL OTHER DOCUMENTS NECESSARY OR APPROPRIATE TO CONVEY PARCEL 101.1 TO FDOT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Conveyance of fee parcel approved.  There is hereby approved, in accordance with Section 122.421(b), Ordinance Code, the conveyance to the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) of Parcel 101.1, a fee parcel containing 1,764 square feet. The parcel is in Council District 14 and is part of the existing right-of-way of May Street near the Fuller Warren Bridge, as more particularly delineated in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference. 
Section 2.

Purpose.
Parcel 101.1 is needed by FDOT for the construction of a Shared Use Path (the “Path”) over the St. Johns River. The Path, which will accommodate pedestrian and bicycle traffic, will be added to the south side of the Fuller Warren Bridge and will run from May Street to the river front at the Nemours Children’s Hospital campus.   
Section 3.

Execution of City Deed.
The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City the City Deed, in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference, and all other documents necessary or appropriate to convey Parcel 101.1 to FDOT.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
