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ORDINANCE 2015-582
An ordinance appropriating $112,242.62 TO RESTORE ACCESS TO COMMERCIAL BUILDINGS ALONG THE SOUTHBANK RIVERWALK, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 15-098; PROVIDING A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2015-2016; AMENDING THE 2015-2019 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2014-467-E TO INCREASE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “SOUTHBANK RIVERWALK IMPROVEMENTS”; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE ENGINEERING DIVISION OF THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS; providing an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2014-2015 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the accounts listed in subsection (a) to the accounts listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover to fiscal year 2015-2016.

Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to restore access to commercial buildings along the Southbank Riverwalk. The previous Southbank Riverwalk offered direct access to commercial buildings along the Southbank Riverwalk. When the new Southbank Riverwalk was constructed primarily as an offshore facility, this direct access no longer existed. After extensive negotiations, the City and the property owner have agreed to restore access through the construction of walkways that will no longer be attached to the Southbank Riverwalk. Ordinance 2014-190-E appropriated $2,112,243.00 to the Southbank Riverwalk improvements project for the purpose of completing the Southbank Riverwalk to its existing terminus at the Duval County School Board property. Of that amount, $112,242.62 was budgeted in a reserve line item to serve as a contingency for the project. These reserve funds will be used to construct walkways which will restore access to the commercial buildings along the Southbank Riverwalk.

Section 4.
CIP Amendment.
Ordinance 2014-467-E, being the 2015-2019 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to increase funding for the project entitled “Southbank Riverwalk Improvements”. The project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral could result in liability to the City caused by the demolition of the old Southbank Riverwalk. The purpose of this project is to restore access to these affected facilities. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2014-467-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2014-467-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 5.

Oversight.

The Engineering Division of the Public Works Department shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
