AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, A LEASE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND FLETCHER MEDICAL SUPPLIES, INC. FOR 7,500 SQUARE FEET OF SPACE IN THE BUILDING AT 641 WEST 4TH STREET, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 8, AT A MONTHLY RENT OF $8.00 PER SQUARE FOOT FOR A TERM OF FIVE (5) YEARS, WITH OPTIONS TO RENEW FOR TWO (2) ADDITIONAL FIVE (5) YEAR PERIODS, AND WITH A THREE PERCENT (3%) ANNUAL INCREASE STARTING WITH THE FIRST ANNIVERSARY OF THE COMMENCEMENT DATE, FOR THE OPERATION OF A DISABLED CHILD CARE FACILITY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 


Section 1.

Approval and Authorization of Lease.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, is hereby authorized to execute and deliver, a Lease Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Fletcher’s Medical Supplies. Inc. (the “Tenant”), in substantially the same form placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services and incorporated herein by this reference, for 7,500 square feet of space in the building at 641 West 4th Street, in Council District 8, at a monthly rent of $8.00 per square foot for a term of five (5) years, with options to renew the Lease for two (2) additional five (5) year periods, and with a three percent (3%) annual increase starting with the first anniversary of the commencement date.  The leased space will be used to operate a disabled child care facility. Prior to commencement of the lease term, Tenant shall be responsible for replacing the building’s roof, installing new flooring in the building, replacing interior ceiling tiles as needed, painting the interior and exterior of the building, repairing the HVAC system as necessary, repairing the water heaters as necessary, cleaning the grounds, and replacing the fence surrounding the property. The Public Buildings Division shall approve the reasonable costs associated with the these repairs so that such costs can be set off against the monthly base rent beginning at commencement of the lease term and monthly thereafter until the costs to Tenant have been reimbursed. 

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
