A RESOLUTION CONFIRMING THE APPOINTMENT OF YWANA M. ALLEN, AS A MEMBER OF THE JACKSONVILLE ETHICS COMMISSION, PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 602, ORDINANCE CODE, REPLACING RHONDA PEOPLES-WATERS, FOR A FIRST FULL TERM BEGINNING JULY 13, 2015 AND EXPIRING DECEMBER 31, 2016; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, 2014-26-A confirmed the appointment of Ywana M. Allan to the Jacksonville Ethics Commission for a first full term; and

WHEREAS, Ms. Allan served a full year of the term before resigning and being temporarily replaced by Ms. Peoples-Waters; and 


WHEREAS, 2015-674-A reappoints Ms. Allen to fulfill the remainder of the term to which she was previously appointed; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appointment Confirmation.  The Council hereby confirms the Jacksonville Ethics Commission’s appointment of Ywana M. Allen, a Duval County resident, to the Jacksonville Ethics Commission, replacing Rhonda Peoples-Waters, in accordance with Chapter 602, Ordinance Code, for a first full term beginning July 13, 2015, and ending December 31, 2016. The minutes of the Jacksonville Ethics Commission are attached as Exhibit 1.

Section 2.  Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature of the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

MINUTES

July 13, 2015
Don'Davis Room
City Hall

The meeting was called to order by Joe Jacquot, Chair, at 5:04 p.m. A quorum was present.

Attendees: Brian Aull, Richard Brown, George Candler, Tom Paul, Alan Pickert, and James
Young. Absent: Larry Pritchard (excused). Others in attendance: Carla Miller, Director Office
of Ethics, Compliance and Oversight (OECO), Kirby Oberdorfer, Ethics Coordinator OECO, and
Cherry Shaw Pollock, Assistant General Counsel, Office of General Counsel (OGC).

Chair Jacquot opened with the Pledge of Allegiance. Carla Miller gave the Ethics Thought.

Mr. Brown moved to approve minutes from the May 4, 2015 meeting. Motion seconded and
minutes approved unanimously by vote 7-0.

Reports

Ms. Shaw Pollock reported that Jason Gabriel was appointed by Mayor Curry as Acting General
Counsel for ninety (90) days.

Carla Miller introduced the new Ethics Coordinator, Kirby Oberdorfer, to the Commissioners.
Ms. Miller also presented an overview of the OECO activities and functions during June 2015,
including: (1) the various ethics trainings the OECO performed for all City Council Members
and Assistants, approximately 50+ Boards and Commissions members, and the Mayor’s Summer
Jobs Program participants; (2) answering and addressing the extensive number of questions from
the City Council Members and Assistants since the training—the largest number of questions
ever; (3) preparing and submitting the OECO budget to the Mayor; and (4) the reception for City
citizens welcoming the new Inspector General Tom Cline.

Next, Chair Jacquot welcomed Tom Cline, the new Inspector General for the City of
Jacksonville, and invited him to address the Commission. Mr. Cline thanked the Commissioners
and Ms. Miller for their support in the creation of the OIG. Mr. Cline then provided an overview
of his first activities in the Office of Inspector General (OIG), including: (1) addressing
complaints and action items; (2) drafting and issuing various reports; (3) reviewing and analyzing
the proposed contract fee to fund the OIG; (4) a synopsis of the budget for the OIG; and (5)
future plans for the OIG to conduct audits and management reviews.

In compliance with the newly enacted ethics training requirement for Boards and Commissions,
Ms. Miller provided the Commissioners with the first segment of ethics training focused on the
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procedure recommended by the Executive Director of the Human Rights Commission for
addressing inappropriate comments at meetings, compliance with ADA at meetings, and a
summary of services provided by the Disabled Services Division. Ms. Miller distributed a
“People First” disability language handout to the Commissioners. Following discussion
regarding potential inappropriate or disruptive comments at Commission meetings and City
Council rules addressing public comments, Ms. Miller advised that she and Ms. Oberdorfer
would examine City Council rules regarding public comments and make a recommendation
whether the Commission should consider adopting an internal operating procedure addressing
disruptive comments at Commission meetings. If the Commission wishes to adopt a rule
addressing disruptive comments, Ms. Miller advised that the OECO would draft a rule for
consideration by the Commissioners.

No Committee reports were presented.
Unfinished Business:

Ms. Miller summarized the Commission’s previous discussions and work on the Candidate
Reporting requirements and how the timelines for reporting by political action committees
(PACs) are not consistent at the local and state levels. Ms. Miller suggested that the Commission
can work with other Ethics Commissions in the state, the Supervisor of Elections, and possibly
. with the statewide Supervisor of Elections body to propose consistency and uniformity in
reporting requirements by PACs. Several Commission members spoke in favor of the
Commission continuing to work on this issue. It was agreed that Ms, Miller would gather
preliminary information for consideration at the next Commission meeting.

New Business:

Chair Jacquot advised that Commissioner Rhonda Peoples-Waters recently resigned from the
Commission and the Commission needs to select a new member to replace Ms. Peoples-Waters
for the remainder of her term. Ms. Miller reminded the Commissioners of the reason for the
prior resignation of Ms. Ywana Allen that resulted in the Commission’s appointment of Ms.
Peoples-Waters to fill Ms. Allen’s seat. Ms. Miller also summarized the relevant Internal
Operating Procedures of the Commission relating to filling vacancies on the Commission when a
member vacates his/her position prior to the end of the term. Chair Jacquot clarified that Ms.
Peoples-Waters's position is a seat selected by the Commission and the new member selected
will need to be confirmed by Council. Thereafter, public comment was heard on the procedure
for selecting a new Commission member to replace Ms. Peoples-Waters. Mr. Conrad Markle of
the Concerned Taxpayers of Duval County requested clarification on the process to select the
replacement for Ms. Peoples-Waters’s seat. Mr. John Nooney, Council District 4, then
nominated Mr. Conrad Markle for the vacancy. Ms. Ywana Allen spoke next and explained the
reason for her prior resignation, and expressed her desire to rejoin the Ethics Commission.
Discussion by Chair Jacquot followed regarding the forthcoming Commission vacancy when Mr.
James Young’s term expires at the end of 2015. Mr. Young's position is one of three
Commission appointments and will be filled by a new member in January 2016. Per request by
Chair Jacquot, the schedule and process for the forthcoming vacancy of Mr. Young’s position
will be presented at the next Ethics Commission meeting. Chair Jacquot and Mr. Paul clarified
the Commission’s process for selecting a new member at the beginning of a term versus the
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selection of a new member to fill a vacancy in the middle of a term. At the end of discussion,
Mr. Young made a motion to appoint Ms. Ywana Allen to fill the remaining term of Ms.
Peoples-Waters’s position. Motion seconded and motion unanimously approved by vote of 7-0.

Mr. Paul then addressed the Commission in regards to strategic planning. Mr. Paul advised that
the Commission may need to re-evaluate its goals in light of the new OIG. Discussion followed
regarding support and assistance by the Commission and other citizen groups to the OECO and
OIG, and the likely need for a planning meeting. Ms. Miller advised that she and the Ethics
Coordinator will analyze other Ethics Commissions in the state to see what their functions are
and will report on their research at a later date.

Next, housekeeping and action items were discussed, including scheduling a Candidate
Reporting Task Force meeting and a strategic planning meeting to occur prior to next Ethics
Commission meeting.

Next Ethics Commission meeting scheduled for Tuesday, September 8, 2015 at 5:00 p.m.

Public Comments:

Mr. John Nooney spoke regarding various concerns he has regarding City Council. He
recommended that City Council should require visitors to sign in on the visitor’s log at the
reception area. His comments are on file.

Mr. Conrad Markel spoke next and requested that attendance of public members/citizens be
noted in the minutes of the Ethics Commission meetings. Mr. Markel also expressed his hopes
for the OIG. His comments are on file.

Ms. Connie Benham spoke regarding her concern about political corruption in Florida and
contracts with independent authorities for which only one entity can qualify. Ms. Benham also
recommended that City Council track votes in bills in each committee and at City Council
meetings. Her comments are on file.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 6:35 p.m.
