AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 122.421(b), ORDINANCE CODE, THE SUBORDINATION OF A PORTION OF A DRAINAGE EASEMENT IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 7, PARCEL 802, DATED DECEMBER 1, 1955, AND RECORDED IN DEED BOOK 1774, PAGE 227, OF THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF DUVAL COUNTY, FLORIDA, TO THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (FDOT) TO ALLOW FOR THE RECONSTRUCTION OF AN EXISTING STORM WATER POND OUTFALL, DITCH CONSTRUCTION, AND TIE-IN TO AN OFFSITE DRAINAGE SYSTEM AS PART OF THE STATE ROAD 243 PROJECT, WHICH WILL MOVE COMMERCIAL TRAFFIC INTO AND OUT OF JACKSONVILLE INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT MORE EFFICIENTLY AND RELIEVE TRAFFIC ON AIRPORT ROAD; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, A SUBORDINATION AGREEMENT AND ALL OTHER DOCUMENTS NECESSARY OR APPROPRIATE TO SUBORDINATE THE DRAINAGE EASEMENT TO FDOT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Subordination of portion of drainage easement approved.  There is hereby approved, in accordance with Section 122.421(b), Ordinance Code, the subordination to the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) of a portion of a drainage easement in Council District7, Parcel 802, dated December 1, 1955, and recorded in Deed Book 1774, Page 227, of the Public Records of Duval County, Florida, and more particularly delineated in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (the “Subject Parcel”).
Section 2.

Purpose.
The Subject Parcel contains 2,258 square feet and is located in a parcel which FDOT is purchasing for the State Road 243 Project. New State Road 243 will move commercial traffic into and out of Jacksonville International Airport more efficiently and relieve traffic on Airport Road. The Subject Parcel is needed by FDOT for the reconstruction of an existing storm water pond outfall, ditch construction, and tie-in to an offsite drainage system.
Section 3.

Execution of Subordination Agreement authorized. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City the Subordination Agreement, in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference, and all other documents necessary or appropriate to subordinate the drainage easement to FDOT.

Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
