AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 15.79( acres LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 11 on 0 kernan boulevard south between beach boulevard and kernan boulevard (R.E no(s) 165939-0000 and  a portion of 167065-0200), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN OWNED BY d. r. horton, inc. - Jacksonville and Triangle Land Trust, FROM residential medium density-a (rmd-a) and  PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (pud) DISTRICTs TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (pud) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO PERMIT a residential subdivision AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE coastal cove PUD; pROVIDING A DISCLAIMER THAT THE rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable laws;  PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, D. R. Horton, Inc. - Jacksonville and Triangle Land Trust, the owner(s) of approximately 15.79(  acres located in Council District 11 on 0 Kernan Boulevard South Between Beach Boulevard and Kernan Boulevard (R.E. No(s) 165939-0000 and a portio
n of 167065-0200), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and dated September 29, 2015 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from Residential Medium Density-A (RMD-A) and  Planned Unit Development (PUD) Districts to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Residential Medium Density-A (RMD-A) and  Planned Unit Development (PUD) Districts to  Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, described, shown and subject to the written description, attached hereto as Exhibit 3, dated October 2, 2015, the approved site plan, attached hereto as Exhibit 4, dated October 1, 2015 and the Development Services Memorandum, attached hereto as Exhibit 5, dated November 6, 2015 or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department for the Coastal Cove PUD. The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit a residential subdivision as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by D. R. Horton, Inc. - Jacksonville and Triangle Land Trust, and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is Michael Herzberg, 4071 Cove St. Johns Road, Jacksonville, Florida 32277; (904) 731-8806.

The rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable local, state, or federal laws, regulations, requirements, permits or approvals.  All other applicable local, state or federal permits or approvals shall be obtained before commencement of the development or use and issuance of this rezoning is based upon acknowledgement, representation and confirmation made by the applicant(s), owner(s), developer(s) and/or any authorized agent(s) or designee(s) that the subject business, development and/or use will be operated in strict compliance with all laws. Issuance of this rezoning does not approve, promote or condone any practice or act that is prohibited or restricted by any federal, state or local laws.


Section 4.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

Upon review of the referenced application and based on the information
provided to date, the Development .Services Division has the following
comments:

1.

Developer shall be responsible for constructing a south approach/north
bound left turn lane on Kernan Blvd $ at signalized intersection. Turn lane

shall be designed per FDOT Index 301 with a minimum 100’ queue and -

striping/pavement markings per FDOT Index 17346.

. Developer is responsible for providing a left turn warrant analysis for the

west approach/subdivision entrance to determine if a dedicated left turn
lane is warranted on subdivision side of signalized intersection.

Developer is responsible for all signal improvements/modifications
required by Traffic Engineer to create the fourth leg of signalized
intersection.

Provide internal sidewalks per the 2030 Comprehensive Plan and Section
2.2.1 of the Land Development Procedures Manual.

. Signs, fences, walls and landscaping shall be located so that horizontal

line of sight is unobstructed at intersections.

Please understand that this does not constitute approval of the design elements.
Approval of the design elements (driveway location, dimensions, roadway
geometry, fraffic circulation, etc.) shall be facilitated through the 10-set and 10-
set review process.

Coastal Cove PUD

I. PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The fee simple owner of the real properties identified in the attached Exhibit A, RE# 165939-
0000 and a portion of RE# 167065-0200 ( in combination the “Property”), which contains
approximately 15.6 acres, is currently zoned both RMD-A and PUD (Ord. 2005-288-E) and all
portions of the subject property are designated MDR. The larger portion of the proposed PUD
was rezoned last year (2014-262) to permit single family homes on fifty foot wide lots. That
zoning was completed within the Sans Pareil community, which is a subdivision of properties
having occurred prior to consolidation of the City and permitting 25 foot wide residential
parcels. The smaller portion was zoned for an apartment complex and was intended to permit up
to 348 multi-family units. The owners of these two parcels have identified a unique opportunity
to create a new residential subdivision, eliminating the previously intended access through the
Sans Pareil community and instead creating a single subdivision with access to Kernan at the
existing traffic light.

The Property is located within the southeast quadrant of the interchange located at Beach
Boulevard and Kernan Boulevard. The Property abuts Kernan Boulevard to the east, directly
across from the District Apartment Community, and would be accessed via the existing traffic
light located just south of the interchange. Parcels abutting the subject Property on the north and
west are zoned RLD-60 but exist as lots of record and would permit development on as little as
25 foot wide lots. Development is somewhat sporadic within the Sans Pareil Community with
some lots being developed on a combination of parcels and others being left vacant. The parcel
to the south is zoned RR and includes a large religious facility developed with a house of
worship. The applicant has utilized the professional services of Mr. L. Charles Mann in
preparing this PUD request as well as the firm Dunn and Associates to provide design and civil
engineering guidance. No other professionals have yet been engaged. The Property is
undeveloped and has no significant or unique characteristics, variation of elevations or natural
features.

The combination of these parcels will result in a PUD which will permit the site to be developed
in a less intensive manner than would have originally been permitted considering the lots of
record within the Sans Pareil Plat as well as the approved 348 units of the PUD from 2005. The
site will be developed as a residential subdivision, offering 40 foot wide lots and being self-
contained, meaning all owners will only see product similar to that which they have chosen to
purchase. This sized parcel still permits a relatively large home, with little maintenance and
being separated from all other developments, a sense of seclusion as well. As the Property sits in
the shadow of an interchange, the usual activity would be commercial, office complexes or some
type of multi-family development. In this instance a transition is being created between the more
intensive apartment uses lying east of Kernan, the interchange to the north and the more rural
styled development of the Sans Pareil neighborhood. It is appropriate to implement such
transitional land uses and the same would further the goals, objectives and policies of the plan.
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Coastal Cove PUD,
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Without this PUD zoning the underlying zoning would mandate building patterns and or lot sizes
that are inefficient given the location of the Property and its proximity to other more intensive
uses. The PUD will afford an appropriately scaled and context sensitive development that will
permit the flexibility for the property to be utilized in an efficient and productive manner.

The Property is to be operated and used in accordance with the terms and limitations of this PUD
ordinance and its supporting exhibits, as a single family residential community consisting of not
more than 81 dwellings. This development will be developed in consonance with the goals and
objectives of the MDR land use category of the City of Jacksonville 2030 Comprehensive Plan
Future Land Use Element. It is the intent of the developer to commence improvements as soon
as possible after zoning approval. Further, all future maintenance and operations will be the sole
responsibility of the land owner(s), in compliance with the Municipal Ordinance for the City of
Jacksonville and this PUD. Construction would be intended to commence immediately upon
approval of the zoning and engineering entitlements.

II. USES AND RESTRICTIONS

The Property may be further divided as depicted on the attached site plan (Exhibit E) dated July
2014 (the “Site Plan,”) which is incorporated herein by this reference.

A. Permitted Uses:
1. Single Family residential consistent with the site development standards :
established herein and as depicted on the Site Plan attached to this application
(Exhibit “E).
B. Accessory uses shall be as outlined in the Zoning Code and consistent Section
656.403 of the Zoning Code.
III. DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS

A. Dimensional Standards.

Residential Single Family

1. Minimum parcel area and yard areas: The minimum lot size, lot width and yard
areas for structures shall be as follows: '

Lot Size — minimum of 4,000 square feet
Lot Width — minimum of 40 feet

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Front: 15 feet

2. Maximum parcel or sub-parcel coverage by all buildings and structures: 60%
3. Maximum height of structures: Thirty-Five (35) feet.
B. Ingress, Egress and Circulation.
. Vehicular ingress and egress shall be substantially as shown on the Site Plan.

C. Signs.

1. The number, location size and height of signage to be located on the property
shall be as follows:

One double faced monument sign not to exceed (24) twenty-four square feet in
area and (10) ten feet in height may be permitted along Kernan Boulevard.

lllumination: internal or indirect lighting, will be permitted as appropriate.
D. Site Design and Landscaping.

1. Part 12 of the Zoning Code.

2. Lighting associated with any use of this PUD will be of a design that does not
permit trespass lighting onto adjacent properties. Furthermore, all lighting will
utilize either appropriate lenses or cutoffs as required.

E. Building Orientation

l. General:

The ensuing residential development will be situated in a manner that permits
an efficient use of the property while insuring a desirable parcel for a home.

F. Parking

1. Parking will be provided pursuant to 656.604(a)(1)
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IV. JUSTIFICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT CLASSIFICATION
FOR THIS PROJECT '

The proposed project is consistent with the general purpose and intent of the City of
Jacksonville 2030 Comprehensive Plan and Land Use Regulations. The proposed rezoning
is a reasonable manner by which to permit the infill of an undeveloped property for a self-
contained residential development that will act as a transition between the intensity of the
interchange located at Atlantic Boulevard and Kernan Boulevard and the varying types of
residential which extend to the south and east of the Property. This PUD is designed to
protect the usable nature of the property while promoting numerous Goals, Objectives and
Policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan. The project seeks to permit supportive uses with
lesser externalities than would have occurred under the previous zonings and promotes a
more marketable use that will act to reduce Vehicle Miles Traveled (VMT) for the
residents in the vicinity. This PUD:

Is more efficient and effective than would be possible through strict application of the
City of Jacksonville Land Use Regulations or a conventional zoning district which are
. suburban based, do not convey a sense of place, and which do not act to promote such a
mix of uses;
Represents an appropriate combination of possible uses, properly designed to promote a
logical transition between the established uses and a sustainable and desirable
development pattern on an infill location;

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VI. PUD REVIEW CRITERIA

A.

Consistency with Comprehensive Plan. The Property is designated MDR pursuant to
the City’s Future Land Use Map Series of the City’s 2030 Comprehensive Plan. The
uses and amounts (density/intensity) proposed in the PUD would be consistent with
this designation.

Consistency with the Concurrency Management System. The development of the
Property will comply with the requirements of the Concurrency Management/
Mobility System.

Allocation of Residential Land Use. The proposed PUD is intended to permit up to 81
single family dwellings. This density is consistent with the applicable land use
category and will be designed in such a way as to protect such use while buffering it
from the varying uses adjacent to it.

Internal Compatibility/Vehicular Access. Vehicular access to the site is available
from Kernan Boulevard. This access point will be reviewed and approved by the City
of Jacksonville.

External Compatibility/Intensity of Development. The intent of the development is to
foster a development of the property at a density/ intensity that is sustainable and
respective of the surrounding activity and densely built residential developments to
the east.

The development will be appropriately screened from adjacent properties and
structures will be oriented in a manner that will foster an inward approach to this new
community. The development will transition as well as reduce externalities
otherwise associated with such uses.

Recreation/Open Space. The PUD will include recreational uses consistent with the
City’s 2030 Comprehensive Plan.

Impact on Wetlands. Any development activity which would impact wetlands will be
permitted in accordance with local, state and federal requirements.

Listed Species Regulations. Not Applicable..

Off-Street Parking & Loading Requirements. These will be consistent with
residential developments throughout the City.

Sidewalks, Trails, and Bikeways. The development will be consistent with the 2030
Comprehensive Plan.
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K. Stormwater Retention. Stormwater shall be conveyed, treated and stored in
accordance with all City of Jacksonville and St. Johns River Water Management
District requirements to the facility depicted on Exhibit E.
