ORDINANCE 2015-742-E
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING CHAPTER 745 (ADDRESSING AND STREET NAMING REGULATIONS) ORDINANCE CODE; RENAMING A SEGMENT OF U N F DRIVE BETWEEN ST. JOHNS BLUFF ROAD AND INTERSTATE 295 TO “TOWN CENTER PARKWAY” IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 4; WAIVING THE REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 745.105(G), ORDINANCE CODE, REGARDING THE REQUIREMENT THAT ALL STREET NAME CHANGES SHALL BE FOR THE ENTIRE LENGTH OF THE STREET NAME; DIRECTING THE LEGISLATIVE SERVICES DIVISION TO FORWARD THIS ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Addressing Section of the Planning and Development Department received a request for an address assignment from representatives of the Baptist Health Emergency Center (“Emergency Center”); and 

WHEREAS, the Emergency Center is currently addressed from U N F Drive; and

WHEREAS, the Addressing staff and the Baptist Health representatives jointly agreed that an address assignment to “U N F Drive” would create confusion by inadvertently causing travelers to exit Interstate 295 on the east side rather than on the west side of the Interstate which is where the Emergency Center is actually located; and 

WHEREAS, the re-naming of a segment of U N F Drive between St. Johns Bluff Road and Interstate 295 eliminates confusion, and allows for the precise location of properties; and

WHEREAS, the street name change affects the address assignments of three property owners:  City National Bank of Florida, Florida Department of Transportation and Southern Baptist Hospital of Florida, Inc.; and

WHEREAS, on July 24, 2015, the Addressing Staff invited the above-named property owners to the August 5, 2015 public meeting of the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee in order to participate in the discussion regarding the U N F street name change, and copies of the July 24, 2015 notification letters are On File with Legislative Services; and 

WHEREAS, on August 5, 2015, the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee determined that the proposed street name change to Town Center Parkway would eliminate confusion regarding the precise location of the Emergency Center; a copy of the recommendation and an excerpt of the minutes of the August 5, 2015 meeting are On File with Legislative Services; and

WHEREAS, on August 26, 2015, the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission reviewed the recommendation of the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee, and made a determination that there was no historical impact; a copy of the recommendation and the minutes of the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission are On File with Legislative Services; and

WHEREAS, a copy of the map of “U N F Drive” is attached hereto as Exhibit 1; and
WHEREAS, the provisions of Section 745.105 (g), Ordinance Code, require that street name changes be for the entire length of the street, and not a short segment; but given the nature of a potential delay in locating the Emergency Center, the Council hereby has determined to waive any limitation on the entire length of a street, and also to waive any other ordinance or rule inconsistent with the purposes of this ordinance; now therefore; and
WHEREAS, the Council finds it appropriate to change a segment of “U N F Drive” between St. Johns Bluff Road and Interstate 295 to “Town Center Parkway”; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Segment of U N F Drive Renamed.  The segment of “U N F Drive” located between St. Johns Bluff Road and Interstate 295 in Council District 4, is hereby renamed “Town Center Parkway”, by which name such street segment shall be hereafter known and designated. A copy of the map of the renamed “Town Center Parkway” is attached hereto as Exhibit 1.
Section 2.

Waiver of Section 745.105 (g). Section 745.105 (g) Ordinance Code, requiring that street name changes be for the entire length of a street, is hereby waived to allow for the new street name as set forth in Section 1 hereof.  
Section 3.

Legislative Services Division directed to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is directed to send a copy of this legislation once enacted to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with 911 Emergency, Fire and Rescue Department, the Post Office and other affected agencies and organizations. 
Section 4.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
