RESOLUTION 2016-117-A
A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING AND HONORING MAX ZAHN FOR HIS MANY ACHIEVEMENTS AS AN OUTSTANDING CITIZEN AND NEIGHBORHOOD ACTIVIST; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
caring and active citizens are the strength and pride of neighborhoods and communities across Jacksonville; and
WHEREAS,
Max Zahn, a Deercreek resident, truly epitomizes the spirit of community activism and his achievements are legion; and

WHEREAS,
prior to his move to Deercreek, Mr. Zahn lived in Mandarin where for thirty-five years he was a member of the Rotary Club of Mandarin, serving as President, a Paul Harris Fellow, and  Rotarian of the Year; as a Rotarian, he volunteered with the Mandarin Food Bank, local schools and as a Salvation Army bell ringer; and
WHEREAS,
during every Christmas season, Mr. Zahn hosts a Christmas party at his home for the Special Olympics swim team; he serves on the board of the Arc Jacksonville, an organization that serves adults with intellectual and developmental disabilities;   and

WHEREAS,
in Deercreek, Mr. Zahn hosts an annual Christmas party for children; he was president of the Deercreek Board of Governors for three years and has hosted “Ladies Night Out” for the Member/Guest Golf Tournament; and
WHEREAS,
there is no more exuberant fan of the Florida State University Seminoles than Max Zahn; a graduate of FSU with a degree in marketing and management, Mr. Zahn’s home, car, golf cart and clothes are all adorned with Seminole regalia; he runs golf tournaments and special events for the Seminole Boosters and serves as area membership chairman; and

WHEREAS,
thriving cities and communities are dependent on and indebted to their dedicated citizens whose civic and neighborhood activism benefits their fellow citizens and neighbors which   strengthens the community and the city, as a whole, and Max Zahn is an outstanding example of genuine citizen pride and achievement; now therefore
