WHEREAS, Raymond K. Eminisor, a native of Jacksonville, graduated from Englewood High School and enlisted in the U.S. Army where he was a military police officer, including being detailed as a security officer for the Army One helicopter that transported Presidents Lyndon Johnson and Richard Nixon; and


WHEREAS, after his retirement from the Army, Ray Eminisor joined the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office where he had a distinguished 35-year career as a patrol officer and marine unit officer, where he was often the public face of the Sheriff’s Office in the effort to promote safe boating practices and events; and


WHEREAS, in addition to his other duties with the JSO, Officer Eminisor served for 10 years as the Sergeant-at-Arms for the Jacksonville City Council, attending many hundreds of meetings of all kinds, both in City Hall and in the community, and providing security to the Council and to the general public with his unfailing good cheer and friendly, helpful demeanor; and 


WHEREAS, the Council was saddened to learn recently of the death of Mr. Eminisor, its long-time friend and colleague and a dedicated public servant; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commemorates the life and accomplishments of former Jacksonville Sheriff’s Officer and City Council Sergeant-at-Arms Ray Eminisor, and extends to his family, friends and colleagues the City Council’s deepest sympathies upon his passing.
