RESOLUTION 2016-284-A
A RESOLUTION DESIGNATING MAY 20, 2016 AS BIKE TO WORK DAY IN JACKSONVILLE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, for over a century, the bicycle has had a significant role in the lives of many Americans; and


WHEREAS, whether it is because bicycling is an environmentally-friendly transportation mode, has wonderful health benefits, or just because it is an enjoyable activity, more and more Americans are taking an interest in bicycling; and


WHEREAS, the education of cyclists and motorists as to the proper and safe operation of bicycles and motor vehicles on the same roadways is fundamental in ensuring the safety and comfort of all road users; and 


WHEREAS, the League of American Bicyclists and independent cyclists throughout the nation, the state, and Jacksonville are promoting greater public awareness of bicycle operation and safety education in an effort to reduce accidents, injuries, and fatalities for all; and


WHEREAS, the City Council encourages Jacksonville citizens to partake in National Bike-to-Work-Week from May 16th through May 20th, to take advantage of the opportunity to enjoy the health benefits, to reduce commuting costs, and to improve overall attitude and morale; and 

WHEREAS, it is important that all levels of government, employers large and small, and the community as a whole encourage bicycling as a viable transportation alternative, both as means of reducing pollution and of alleviating roadway congestion; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.
     Declaration. The City Council does hereby declare May 20, 2016 to be Bike to Work Day in Jacksonville.

Section 2.

Encouragement. The City does further encourage citizens to use their bicycles on that day for both recreation and transportation, urging all bicyclists and motorists to renew their understanding of, and commitment to, safe and mutually respectful use of our roadways.


Section 3.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
