Bill Summary: This bill confirms the Mayor’s appointment of Tameka G. Holly, as a member of the Public Service Grant Council with grant experience, replacing Autumn L. Tomas for an unexpired term ending December 31, 2016, followed by a first full three-year term ending December 31, 2019.
Background Information: The Public Service Grant Council is established pursuant to Chapter 118, Ordinance Code, and charged with the review and evaluation of all Public Service Grant applications and responsibility for making funding recommendations to the Mayor and City Council for Public Service Grants.  Section 118.803, Ordinance Code, provides that seven of the members shall be appointed by the Mayor and confirmed by City Council, including two appointees with prior experience with grant processes.
Ms. Holly received a master’s degree in public health from the University of North Florida and is the President and CEO of Tameka Gaines Holly, LLC.  She resides in the College Park area within Council District #8.
