BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Amending Chapter 191 (Special Events and A. Philip Randolph Entertainment District), Part 1 (Special Events), Sections 191.102 (Definitions) and 191.103 (Special Event Permit Required), Ordinance Code.  Chapter 191 (Special Events and A. Philip Randolph Entertainment District), Part 1 (Special Events), Sections 191.102 (Definitions) and 191.103 (Special Event Permit Required), Ordinance Code, are hereby amended to read as follows:
CHAPTER 191 SPECIAL EVENTS AND A. PHILIP RANDOLPH ENTERTAINMENT 
PART 1.  SPECIAL EVENTS

Sec. 191.102. – Definitions.


As used in this Chapter:

(b)
Special Event means a Neighborhood Community Event or preplanned single gathering, event or series of related consecutive daily gatherings or events of an entertainment, cultural, recreational, educational, political, religious or sporting nature, or of any other nature, expected to draw 500 or more persons as participants and/or spectators at any time within the duration of the event, and sponsored by an individual or entity, whether private or governmental, which is proposed to be held on public property. A special event does not include any activities on private property, except as specifically provided in Section 191.102 (d) below.

(g)
Neighborhood Community Event means a Special Event hosted by a district or at-large Council member for the benefit of persons residing in such Council member’s district, or in the community at-large in the case of an at-large Council member, that:

(1) draws or is expected to draw at least 500 persons, but not more than 1,500 persons;
(2) is of an entertainment, recreational, or educational nature;  and

(3) promotes and informs persons attending on governmental activities, programs or projects affecting the host Council member’s district, or the community at-large in the case of an at-large Council member host. 
A Neighborhood Community Event may not be political in nature.  
Sec. 191.103. – Special event permit required.

(b) The following events shall be exempt from the permit requirements of 191.103(a):

 (6) Events where the City of Jacksonville is the sole event producer or host, provided the commercial participants, vendors, contractors, subcontractors and those of similar description and purpose helping to facilitate the event must have a written agreement, license, lease or permit and still comply with Sections 109.105 and 109.106. ; or
(7) A Neighborhood Community Event hosted by a district or at-large Council member in accordance with Section 191.121 below.

(d) Notwithstanding the preceding exemptions from the special event permit requirements in subsection (b) above, such gatherings, entertainment, cultural events, conventions, expositions, athletic and, sporting, and Neighborhood Community events shall comply with all public safety standards, requirements for personal security and property safety and emergency medical services, and sanitary facilities for special events, contained in Sections 191.113, 191.114, 191.115 and 191.117.

 
Section 2.

Creating a new Section 191.121 (Council Member Hosted Neighborhood Community Events), Ordinance Code. A new Section 191.121 (Council Member Hosted Neighborhood Community  Events), Ordinance Code, is hereby created to read as follows:


CHAPTER 191 SPECIAL EVENTS AND A. PHILIP RANDOLPH ENTERTAINMENT 
PART 1.  SPECIAL EVENTS

Sec. 191.121. Council Member Hosted Neighborhood Community  Events.  
(a) Neighborhood Community Events. A district or at-large Council member may host a Neighborhood Community Event provided the following conditions have been met:

(i)
the scheduled Neighborhood Community Event date complies with the scheduling restrictions in subsection (c) below; and

(ii) sufficient funds are available via sponsorship or donation agreements pursuant to subsection (e) below or lawfully appropriated funds to defray the costs associated with the scheduled Neighborhood Community Event pursuant to Sections 191.113, 191.114, 191.115 and 191.117 above.  Such costs shall include, without limitation, the costs related to staging, marketing, public safety, security, emergency medical services, sanitary facilities, maintenance and clean up.
(b) Notice. To the extent possible, Council members shall notify the Director of Special Events of any proposed Council member hosted Neighborhood Community Events for the upcoming fiscal year by April 1st of each year.  Such notice deadline date shall be an aspirational date and shall not preclude a Council member from providing notice to the Director of Special Events after such date.  The purpose of the notice shall be to enable the Director of Special Events to anticipate staff needs and coordinate the Neighborhood Community Events schedule so as to not conflict with a priority City sponsored special event.  For purposes of this Section only, a “priority City sponsored special event” shall mean a City sponsored special event identified in the City’s annual budget ordinance.

(c) Scheduling Restrictions. A Neighborhood Community Event may not be scheduled on a date that is within thirty (30) days before or after the date, or dates, that a priority City sponsored special event is scheduled to be held on.  
(d) Department Assistance.  The Office of Special Events shall assist the district or at-large Council member in planning and coordinating Neighborhood Community Events.  The Director of Special Events shall not schedule a Neighborhood Community Event so as to conflict with the date and time of another Neighborhood Community Event.  In the event of such a conflict, the Director of Special Events shall meet with each host Council member to determine event priorities and Special Events staff assignments as between such conflicting events.

(e) Sponsorships and Donations.  The City may enter into a contract or sponsorship agreement with a person or entity to assist in defraying the costs of a Neighborhood Community Event and such contracts and agreements shall be negotiated and executed in the manner set forth in Section 111.105(a).  Additionally, all donations, gifts and sponsorship funds made by a person or entity to the City for a Neighborhood Community Event shall be deposited into the Special Events Trust Fund pursuant to Section 111.105(a) to pay for the costs related to such event. In lieu of depositing a donation into the Special Events Trust Fund, a person or entity may act as a co-sponsor to a Neighborhood Community Event, and pay for the costs related to a Neighborhood Community Event directly in the manner set forth in Sections 191.113, 191.114, 191.115 and 191.117 prior to the scheduled event date.

Codification Instructions.  The Codifier and the Office of General Counsel are authorized to make changes to the Ordinance Code consistent with the changes set forth herein.  Such editorial changes and any others necessary to make the Ordinance Code consistent with the intent of this legislation are approved and directed herein, and changes to the Ordinance Code shall be made forthwith and when inconsistencies are discovered.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
