ORDINANCE 2016-557
AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING ADMINISTRATIVE DEVIATION APPLICATION AD-16-52 LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 2 at 5577 HECKSCHER DRIVE BETWEEN HECKSCHER DRIVE AND TREASURE CAY COURT (R.E. NO(S). 160702-0025, 160702-0030 AND 160702-0035) AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY the JOHN C. KERN TRUST, Requesting TO REDUCE THE REQUIRED MINIMUM LOT AREA FROM 2.5 ACRES TO 1.8 ACRES, IN ZONING AGRICULTURE (AGR) to allow the construction of one residence, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, an application for an administrative deviation, on file with the City Council Legislative Services Division was filed by Marc Hardesty, on behalf of, the John C. Kern Trust, the owner(s) of property located in Council District 2 at 5577 Heckscher Drive between Heckscher Drive and Treasure Cay Court (R. E. No(s). 160702-0025, 160702-0030 and 160702-0035) (“Subject Property”), requesting to reduce the required minimum lot area, from 2.5 acres to 1.18 acres, in Zoning District Agriculture (AGR) to allow the construction of one residence; and 

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department has considered the application and all attachments thereto and has rendered an advisory recommendation; and 


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice held a public hearing and having duly considered both the testimonial and documentary evidence presented at the public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; now therefore,


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

The Council has considered the recommendation of the Land Use and Zoning Committee and reviewed the Staff Report of the Planning and Development Department concerning administrative deviation AD-16-52.  

Section 2.

The Subject Property is owned by the John C. Kern Trust, and is described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and dated July 25, 2016.   This Administrative Deviation consolidates three (3) lots (R. E. No(s). 160702-0025, 160702-0030 and 160702-0035) as shown in Exhibit 2 to allow the construction of one residence. 
Section 3.

Legislative Services is hereby directed to mail a copy of this legislation, as enacted, to the applicant and any other parties to this matter who testified before the Land Use and Zoning Committee or otherwise filed a qualifying written statement as defined in Section 656.140(c), Ordinance Code.


Section 4.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.  Failure to exercise the administrative deviation, if herein granted, by the commencement of the use or action herein approved within one year of the effective date of this legislation shall render this waiver invalid and all rights arising therefrom shall terminate.
