ORDINANCE 2016-698
An ordinance appropriating $999,961 FROM THE U.S. DEPARTMENT OF JUSTICE FOR THE JACKSONVILLE JOURNEY’S SAFE AND THRIVING COMMUNITIES GRANT, AS INITIATED BY b.t. 17-020; APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER ON BEHALF OF THE CITY THE COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY AND THE OFFICE OF JUVENILE JUSTICE AND DELINQUENCY PREVENTION OF THE U.S. DEPARTMENT OF JUSTICE; APPROVING POSITIONS AND PART-TIME HOURS, AS INITIATED BY R.C. 17-024; providing an effective date.
Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding above is from the U.S. Department of Justice for the Jacksonville Journey’s Safe and Thriving Communities Grant.
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide the Jacksonville Journey’s Safe and Thriving Communities Grant, a grant that will help to end youth crime by initiating a community-wide engagement effort that furthers the prevention, intervention, enforcement, and re-entry strategies that the Jacksonville Journey and the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office are using to address violent crime.
Section 3.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City, the Cooperative Agreement between the City and the Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention of the U.S. Department of Justice, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 4.

Oversight.

The Office of Grants and Compliance and the Mayor’s Office, through the Jacksonville Journey, shall oversee the project described herein.

Section 5.

Approval of Positions and part-time hours.
There are hereby approved the positions and part-time hours more fully described in R.C. 17-024, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
