
RULES COMMITTEE AMENDMENT

The Rules Committee offers the following second amendment to File No. 2017-35:
(1) On page 1, line 8, after “CODE;” insert “AMENDING THE PROCUREMENT DIVISION’S RULES REGARDING EX-OFFENDER RE-ENTRY REQUIREMENTS; PROVIDING FOR THE CHIEF OF PROCUREMENT TO DEVELOP ADDITIONAL PROCUREMENT RULES REGARDING OTHER CONTRACTUAL SERVICES;”;
(2) On page 2, line 24, after “and” insert “/or job”;
(3) On page 2, line 26, strike “who, after sentencing, has either not been incarcerated or has completed a period of incarceration, all within three (3) years of sentencing or the completion of incarceration, whichever is later”;
(4) On page 3, line 7, strike “or” and insert “and”;

(5) On page 3, line 8, after “and” insert “/or job”;
(6) On page 3, line 12, after “greater” insert “for construction, remediation or capital improvements”;

(7) On page 3, line 13, after “writing” insert “on a form provided by the City”;

(8) On page 3, line 14, after “placement”, insert “after contract award”;

(9) On page 3, line 19, strike “3” and insert “2”;

(10) On page 3, strike lines 20-28 in their entirety;

(11) Renumber remaining Sub-Sections accordingly;

(12) On page 3, line 30 after “ex-offenders” insert “after contract award”;
(13) On page 4, strike lines 6-23 in their entirety and insert the following:
“employment was refused employment; (iii) a  sworn statement from the Contractor indicating whether a job opening under the contract award was available during the reporting period; and (iv) a sworn statement from the Contractor indicating that the Contractor has contacted an Ex-Offender Program Provider within thirty (30) days of the contract award to obtain information regarding available ex-offenders for employment. A Contractor’s compliance with this Section (2) shall demonstrate good faith efforts by the Contractor to consider at least one (1) otherwise qualified ex-offender for job placement opportunities in accordance with the requirements of this Section.”;

(14) On page 5, lines 4-8, after “greater.”, strike “.  The Division of Procurement shall devise rules relating to the weight given to this factor and shall present such to the Council for approval within four months of the enactment of Ordinance 2008-911-E.”;

(15) On page 5, strike lines 9-11 in their entirety and insert the following:

“(d) Webpage Information. To better assist Contractors in identifying ex-offenders who may be available for employment during the contract award term, the Chief of Procurement shall list the address and contact information of any Ex-Offender Program Providers on the City’s Procurement Division webpage or establish an electronic link on the City’s Procurement Division webpage to the Ex-Offender Program Providers’ websites.  The Chief of Procurement shall also notify any such providers of upcoming invitations to bids, requests for proposals and solicitations for construction, remediation or capital improvement projects in an amount of $200,000 or greater.

(e) Reporting.   The Chief of Procurement shall provide an annual report to the Mayor and the Council no later than April 1st of each fiscal year regarding the previous fiscal year on the number of ex-offenders employed pursuant to this Section.  Such report shall at a minimum include numerical information and data regarding:


(1) Ex-offenders hired by Contractors pursuant to this Section;


(2) Contracts awarded to Contractors for construction, remediation or capital improvement projects in an amount of $200,000 or greater; 


(3) Contractors who failed to comply with this Section; and


(4) Ex-offenders who applied for employment with a Contractor and were denied employment.
Section 2.

Amendment to Procurement Division’s Rules Regarding Ex-Offenders Re-entry Requirements. The Procurement Division’s Rules regarding ex-offender re-entry requirements approved pursuant to Ordinance 2009-183-E are hereby amended in accordance with Exhibit 1 attached hereto.

Section 3.

Chief of Procurement to develop additional procurement rules regarding other contractual services. The Chief of Procurement shall promulgate procurement rules for contract service awards in the amount of $200,000 or greater for contractual services other than construction, remediation, and capital improvements to ensure that ex-offenders are given full and fair consideration for employment by Contractors doing business with the City in other contractual services areas. Such rules shall be developed by the Chief of Procurement within nine (9) months from the effective date of this ordinance and submitted to the City Council for review and approval.”;
(16) Renumber remaining Sections accordingly;

(17) Attach Exhibit 1 attached hereto, which attaches the Procurement Division’s Amended Rules regarding ex-offender re-entry;
(18) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
