RESOLUTION 2017-332-A
A RESOLUTION COMMEMORATING THE LIFE AND CIVIC ACHIEVEMENTS OF FORMER CITY COUNCIL PRESIDENT CLARENCE SUGGS UPON THE OCCASION OF HIS PASSING; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Clarence Suggs, a Jacksonville native, graduated from Lee High School, served with distinction as a bombardier in the U.S. Army Air Force in World War II, and graduated from Stetson University with a bachelor’s degree in business administration; and


WHEREAS, after serving in the Florida Highway Patrol, Mr. Suggs founded and operated Allstate Steel Company for many years, and was deeply involved in business and civic organizations throughout his career, including membership in the Masons, Shriners, National Alliance of Businessmen, Chamber of Commerce, Westside Businessmen’s Club and the Associated General Contractors of America; and


WHEREAS, Clarence Suggs began his service to City government as a member and Chairman of the Civil Service Board and the HUD Advisory Board, then was elected to the City Council representing District 14 in 1975 and was subsequently re-elected to three more terms in 1979, 1983 and 1987, earning a reputation as a vigorous advocate for issues affecting his Westside district; and

WHEREAS, during his four terms on City Council, Mr. Suggs served on all of the Council’s standing committees and many special committees, especially dealing with cable television, JEA and public housing issues, and was twice elected by his colleagues as Council President in 1983-84 and 1987-88; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby commemorates the life, business and civic achievements of former City Council President Clarence Suggs and extends to his family, friends, and many admirers the City’s sincere condolences upon his passing. Mr. Suggs was a dedicated public servant and his years of service and community leadership will be long and gratefully remembered.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
