A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING GREG TISON AS THE 2017 RECIPIENT OF THE NATIONAL MARKET MANAGER OF THE YEAR AWARD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the National Association of Produce Market Managers (“NAPMM”) was founded in 1947, as an all-volunteer group of managers of retail, wholesale and public markets from across North America and beyond. NAPMM strives to help market managers improve facilities and increase services while encouraging cooperation and exchange of ideas between members and partners; and
