
TRANSPORTATION, ENERGY AND UTILITIES AMENDMENT

The Transportation, Energy and Utilities Committee offers the following first amendment to File No. 2017-551:
(1) On page 4, line 23, strike “Act. Jacksonville Public Library did not receive notification until November 3, 2016, and therefore request one cycle emergency passage in order to have a reasonable amount of time to execute the grant requirements.” insert “Act went into effect on July 1, 2017 and requires the City to approve requests for pole mounted wireless facilities within the City’s rights-of-ways.  The City currently has a moratorium restricting the ability to apply for free standing wireless facilities in the right-of-way; however that moratorium expires on August 18, 2017.  Without a moratorium, the City has no ability to objectively evaluate any applications that would be filed, and there is insufficient time to develop such standards for consideration and adoption by the Council before the expiration of the existing moratorium.  This moratorium is needed to allow the City time to develop such criteria.”; 
(2) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.    
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
