A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING DR. PERCY J. GOLDEN, SR. ON THE OCCASION OF HIS RETIREMENT AS A DEDICATED PUBLIC SERVANT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Dr. Percy J. Golden, Sr., a native of Atlantic Beach, was the third child born to the late Robert Golden and Bishop Gladys Holt Golden on January 10, 1956. He graduated from Fletcher Senior High School Class of 1974 and at the age of 19, on July 26, 1976, Percy Golden was blessed to marry his high school sweetheart, Lady Cindy Golden. Three children followed: Shalonda, Percy, Jr., and Derek. He had a conversion experience in 1975, earned a Doctorate of Divinity Degree from St. Thomas Christian College, and entered the ministry; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Golden is the Bishop of the Holy Church of the Living God Revival Center in Atlantic Beach and founder of the Beaches First Coast Ministers Association. Besides a very active spiritual life, Bishop Golden maintained a stellar professional work history with the City of Jacksonville’s Fire & Rescue Department for 26 years before his recent retirement. He served in various roles such as Chaplain of the JFRD; Union Chaplain for the Local 122; Vice President of the Christian Fire Fighters Association; administrator of the Critical Incident Stress Management (CISM)Team; coordinator for the Emergency Preparedness Region 3 CISM Team; and administrator of the Fife and Drum Team and the Honor Guard; and
WHEREAS, Bishop Golden’s life and work is a testament of his unwavering faith, tireless dedication, and continuous service. He is well-respected and greatly admired by his co-workers, congregation, and the community. The legacy of his leadership and service continues with JFRD through his two sons: Captain Percy Golden, Jr., and Lieutenant Derek Golden; now therefore
