WHEREAS,
the Ordinance Code ascribes to the Jacksonville Waterways Commission responsibilities that include studying and making recommendations to the City Council with respect to the improvement, development and protection of the St. Johns River and its tributaries in Duval County; and
WHEREAS,
for the past 9 years, attorney Lane T. Burnett has been a dedicated, conscientious member of the Jacksonville Waterways Commission, serving from April 23, 2008 to October 16, 2017; and

WHEREAS,
during his tenure as a Waterways Commissioner, Mr. Burnett consistently demonstrated his knowledge of and concern for the many issues regarding the health and potential of the St. Johns River, its tributaries and tidal waters. At the Commission’s monthly meetings, he regularly asked probing questions and raised significant issues; and
WHEREAS,
a native of Jacksonville, Mr. Burnett earned a Bachelor of Business Administration degree in 1967 at Stetson University in Deland, Florida; he was subsequently awarded the Juris Doctorate in 1970 at Florida State University; and

WHEREAS,
after serving a stint as a First Lieutenant in the United States Army from 1971 to 1973, Mr. Burnett was associated with the Public Defender’s Office for Duval County and with private law firms before becoming a sole practitioner in his own law firm in 1978; and
WHEREAS,
having lived on the St. Johns River for over 60 years, Mr. Burnett attests that he has personally seen the effects of pollution and restorative efforts, and throughout his tenure on the Jacksonville Waterways Commission, the health of the river and its tributaries was always a primary concern; and

WHEREAS, Lane T. Burnett, who is also a member of the Jacksonville Commodores League, was a dedicated, conscientious member of the Jacksonville Waterways Commission since his initial appointment in 2008, and his service will be sorely missed;  now therefore
