ORDINANCE 2017-819
An ordinance AMENDING 2016-797-E to revise the affordable housing inventory list to remove all district 10 properties for USE as potential affordable housinG; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE UPON INTRODUCTION; providing an effective date.


WHEREAS, Ordinance 2016-797-E enacted on January 24, 2017, adopted an inventory list identifying city/county-owned property deemed appropriate for use as potential affordable housing pursuant to and as mandated by Section 125.379, Florida Statutes, and Section 122.463, Ordinance Code; now therefore 

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Amendment to Ordinance 2016-797-E. Exhibit 1 of Ordinance 2016-797-E is hereby amended and replaced with the Revised Affordable Housing Inventory list attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein as Exhibit 1. The Revised Affordable Housing Inventory list replaces the original Affordable Housing Inventory list attached as Exhibit 1 approved by Ordinance 2016-797-E. 

Section  2. 
Requesting emergency passage upon introduction pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. Emergency passage upon introduction of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the properties on the 2017 Affordable Housing Inventory List are scheduled to be sold at auction. Once the properties are sold, the City has no more control over the use. Therefore the District Council Member would like to study the properties in District 10 so that the properties can be used for the greatest improvement in the district.
