ORDINANCE 2018-49
AN ORDINANCE appropriating $20,000 from the franchise fee fuel pipeline revenue account to the building INSPECTION division, to provide funding for a direct mail notice of the refund program, approved by 2017-695-E, to qualified homeowners; AMENDING ORDINANCE 2017-695-E, TO EXTEND the timeframe for refunds on PERMIT FEEs from december 31, 2017 to june 30, 2018 FOR RE-ROOFING (NON-STRUCTURAL ROOFING MATERIAL REPAIRS) AND CERTAIN ELECTRICAL SERVICE REPAIRS ON EXISTING STRUCTURES DAMAGED BY HURRICANE IRMA; AMENDING ORDINANCE 2017-695-E, to extend the deadline for submission of refund application from february 28, 2017 to july 30, 2018; directing the building inspection division to direct mail notice of refund program to qualifying owners; requesting emergency passage upon introduction; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, through Ordinance 2017-695-E, the Council set up a reimbursement program for owners of residential property who were adversely impacted by Hurricane Irma for a temporary refund period for re-roofing permit fees and certain electrical repair permits limited to the time period of September 11, 2017 to December 31, 2017; and

WHEREAS, upon reporting by the Building Inspection Division of the participation in the program, the Council has determined that more outreach to the  public and to potential qualifying owners affected by Hurricane Irma is necessary based upon the number of applications the City has received; and 

WHEREAS, the Council has determined that it is appropriate to extend the timeframe for applicable permit refunds, to extend the time in which to file the application for refund, and to ensure that notice is sent by the Building Inspection Division to any qualifying owner of residential property where an application for roof replacement or repair has been submitted within the timeframe of September 11, 2017 to June 30, 2018; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.
For the 2017-2018 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

(c) Explanation of Appropriation - The funding above is being appropriated from the Franchise Fee Fuel Pipeline Revenue Account to the Building Inspection Division to provide funding for a direct mail notice of the refund program, established by 2017-695-E, to qualifying homeowners.


Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to the Building Inspection Division to provide funding for a direct mail notice of the refund program, established by 2017-695-E, to qualifying homeowners. 


Section 3.
 
Amending Ordinance 2017-695-E to extend timeframe for refunds for certain permit fees.  Ordinance 2017-695-E, is hereby amended to extend the timeframe for authorized refunds for any City-imposed permit fees required in Section 320.409, Ordinance Code, related to permit applications for re-roofing and non-structural roof repairs and electrical service repairs to the owner’s side of the electrical service point of overhead electrical connections on existing structures damaged by Hurricane Irma. The amended timeframe shall be for permits applied for between September 11, 2017 and June 30, 2018. 

Section 2.

Amending Ordinance 2017-695-E to extend the deadline for submission.  Ordinance 2017-695-E is hereby amended to extend the deadline of submission for refund. The time in which the property owner seeking a refund must complete and submit the necessary request shall be on or before July 30, 2018.

Section 3.

Directing the Building Inspection Division to direct mail notice of refund program to qualifying owners.  The Building Inspection Division is directed to mail notice of the refund program and its requirements to all owners of residential properties who have submitted or will submit permit applications for re-roofing (excluding permit fees for new roofs) and non-structural roof repairs and electrical service repairs to the owner’s side of the electrical service point of overhead electrical connections on existing structures damaged by Hurricane Irma when the permit is pulled between September 11, 2017 and June 30, 2018.  

Section 4. 
Requesting emergency passage upon introduction pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency. Emergency passage upon introduction of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the original timeframe for pulling a permit approved by Ordinance 2017-695-E, which was December 31, 2017, has expired but Council has determined that sufficient notice of the refund program has not been provided to those potentially qualifying for the refund; thus, the Council would like to immediately extend the timeframe for qualifying permits and  also extend the deadline for submission of application for refund so that affected property owners can take advantage of the refund program.

Section 5.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
