ORDINANCE 2018-304-E
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING AN HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION AND ASSOCIATED ROADWAY MARKERS; ESTABLISHING AN HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION ON VERNON ROAD EXTENDING FROM 45TH STREET WEST TO HAMILTON CIRCLE IN JACKSONVILLE FOR COACH NATHANIEL WILLIAMS, SR.; PROVIDING FOR THE INSTALLATION OF TWO HONORARY ROADWAY MARKERS TO BE LOCATED IN APPROPRIATE LOCATIONS ON THE DESIGNATED ROADWAY IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 10; HONORING THE LEGACY OF COACH NATHANIEL WILLIAMS, SR., AND RECOGNIZING THE ACHIEVEMENTS OF COACH NATHANIEL WILLIAMS, SR.; DIRECTING LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO FORWARD THE ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Coach Nathaniel “Boots” Williams, was a native of Jacksonville, a graduate of Old Stanton High School Class of 1947, an alumnus of Edward Waters College and a World War II Armed Services Veteran; and
WHEREAS, Coach Williams was the first African American Pop Warner Coach in Jacksonville; and
WHEREAS, Coach Williams served as the head coach for more than 10 years at the Cleveland Heights and the Floradale Communities; and 
WHEREAS, Nathaniel Williams, Sr. coached more than 200 young men leading both football and baseball teams playing in full seasons; and
WHEREAS, in October 1994, Edward Waters College awarded the Respect Model Award to Coach Williams for his care and encouragement to students to achieve; and 
WHEREAS, in addition to his coaching legacy, Nathaniel Williams, Sr. held a long and successful career at the United States Postal Service for 29 years working at the Bay Street Post Office; and
WHEREAS, Coach Williams and his sports teams received numerous achievements and, also won the following championships:

WHEREAS, Coach Williams influenced so many young and impressionable men who are prominently known and recognized in the Jacksonville community including the following:  Pastor Burdette Williams (son)- Greater New Jerusalem Baptist Church, Pastor Jared Williams (grandson) – Life Church International, Nathaniel Williams, Jr. (son) - Good Samaritan Ethiopian Orthodox Coptic Church of the North and South America of Harlem, New York, Don Gaffney – former quarterback of the University of Florida, Reggie Gaffney – Jacksonville City Councilman, Dr. Johnnie Gaffney – former Jacksonville City Councilman, Derrick Gaffney – former NFL player – New York Jets, Greg Coleman – former NFL player – Minnesota Vikings, Vaughn McLaughlin – Potter’s House, Douglas White – former Raines coach and Henry T. Rhim, Pastor – St. Joseph M.B. Church; and
WHEREAS, Coach Nathaniel Williams, Sr. passed on March 22, 2011, at the age of 83; and
WHEREAS, on February 16, 2018, and March 23, 2018, the Planning and Development Department mailed written notifications to affected property owners concerning the proposed honorary street, and requested their written consent or objection to the proposed honorary street designation (See attached Exhibit 1); and
WHEREAS, because the property owners whose address is assigned to the street designated for honorary markers did not return the requested form to the Planning and Development Department, such property owners are deemed to have consented to the honorary designation of the street; and
WHEREAS, a private donor has remitted funds to satisfy the cost for the honorary markers (See attached Exhibit 2); and
WHEREAS, the Council finds that the accomplishments of Coach Nathaniel Williams, Sr. are worthy and deserving of a form of recognition that the City of Jacksonville and Coach Nathaniel Williams, Sr.’s family, friends, and colleagues can share and celebrate in, to wit: the creation of an honorary street designation and the installation of two appropriate honorary roadway markers on Vernon Road extending from 45TH Street West to Hamilton Circle in Council District 10; and
	BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.		Vernon Road to receive an honorary street designation for Coach Nathaniel Williams, Sr. Vernon Road extending from 45th Street West to Hamilton Circle in Council District 10 shall hereby be designated as contemplated by Section 745.105(j), Ordinance Code, for Coach Nathaniel Williams, Sr. A map of the road designation is attached hereto as Exhibit 3.
	Section 2.		Honorary Roadside Markers for Coach Nathaniel Williams, Sr. to be installed. Two honorary roadway memorial markers, as contemplated by Section 745.105 (j), Ordinance Code, recognizing and honoring Coach Nathaniel Williams, Sr. shall be placed in appropriate locations on Vernon Road.
Section 3.		Directing Legislative Services to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department. The Chief of Legislative Services is requested to send a copy of this legislation, once enacted, to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with the Public Works Department, Traffic Engineering Division and other affected agencies and organizations.
	Section 4.		Effective Date.	This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
