AN ORDINANCE DECLARING R.E.# 073232-0000, A 52’ BY 100’ VACANT RESIDENTIAL PARCEL ON 11TH STREET WEST BETWEEN PEARL STREET AND SILVER STREET (THE “SUBJECT PARCEL”), TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY; AUTHORIZING THE CITY TO DISPOSE OF THE SUBJECT PARCEL PURSUANT TO THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 122.423 (APPRAISAL AT OR BELOW $25,000), SUBPART B (REAL PROPERTY DISPOSITIONS), PART 4 (REAL PROPERTY) OF CHAPTER 122 (PUBLIC PROPERTY), ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Declaration of Surplus.  The City hereby declares R.E.# 073232-0000, a 52’ by 100’ vacant residential parcel on 11th Street West between Pearl Street and Silver Street, in Council District 7, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (the “Subject Parcel”), to be surplus to the needs of the City of Jacksonville.  A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102 (Preparation of Bills), is attached hereto as Exhibit 2. The City acquired the Subject Parcel in 1991, and later conveyed it to Operation: New Hope. Operation: New Hope was unable to construct on the Subject Parcel due to a lack of funding and returned the property to the City in 2016. The property has an assessed value of $19,090.
Section 2.

Sale of Surplus Property pursuant to Section 122.423, Ordinance Code, authorized.  The City is authorized to dispose of the Subject Parcel pursuant to the provisions of Section 122.423 (Appraisal at or below $25,000), Subpart B (Real Property Dispositions), Part 4 (Real Property) of Chapter 122 (Public Property), Ordinance Code. No further action by Council is necessary. 
Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
