BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Statement of Work approved and execution authorized.  There is hereby approved, and the Director/Fire Chief of the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department is hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Statement of Work between the City and The Boeing Company, a copy of which has been placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services, extending to September 30, 2019, the Memorandum of Understanding between the City and The Boeing Company. The Statement of Work establishes operating procedures for Aircraft Rescue and Fire Fighting (ARFF) services in support of ground and flight operations conducted by The Boeing Company at Cecil Airport, Jacksonville. The ARFF services will be provided to The Boeing Company for $200,000.00 annually for 24/7 coverage. The revenue generated will be placed in the Fire Operations Miscellaneous Revenue sub-object 36907 as in the past. No match is required.

Section 2.

Oversight.

The Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department shall oversee the project described herein.
